Use cases for User prompt

1) The user buys a melody from an operator or a service provider. This can be done in a number of ways (e.g. WAP, VAS, SMS)

2) The melody is then sent to the user, as a melody marked with a “user prompt”.

3) The receiving terminals recognise the user prompt and the media type, and prompt the user with “New ring signal received. Would you like to store it?”

4) The user press YES and the melody is automatically stored as an ring signals and set as the current signal.

In this use case the terminal supports both user defined ring signals and alarm signals.  

1) Same as above

2) Same as above

3) In this case the terminal prompt the user with “New melody received. Store it as ring signal or alarm signal?”, since there are two possible ways to use this specific media type.

4) The user chose “ring signal” and the melody is as described above.
