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The MExE group is pleased to be informed of creation of this work item. Operators from the MExE group have already exchanged many considerations on this topic. 

“The aim of the WI is to allow interaction and communication between WAP/MExE and SIMToolkit environments, in order to enable an operator to provide one unique access for all services (WAP/MExE and SAT) to the end user, and to extend the range of value-added services in a transparent way whichever the Execution Environment Platform is used.”

The MExE group has the following comments:-
· A MEXE standard is based on WAP and JAVA devices: these two types of device support a browser/application. So we propose the work item take account interaction with browser/application independently of the technology. 

The MExE group will be please to have more details and new SAT requirements in order to:-

· understand the new SAT requirements,

· be compliant with MExE and SIM tool kit security requirements, 

· define rules to access to functions which are available to MExE application executed in MExE environment,

· require API definitions for each technology.
