The Wireless Telephony Application (WTA) is an application framework for telephony based services in the WAP environment. The WTA framework contains a set of Wireless Telephony Application Interface (WTAI) library functions that allow telephony applications to be created using a WTA user agent.

In a set of (pre-approved) WTAI library functions, there is a network information function. This proposed function returns the following fields of information:

Octets 1 – 3

Mobile Country & Network Codes (MCC & MNC)

Octets 4 – 5 

Location Area Code (LAC)

Octets 6 – 7 

Cell Identity Value (Cell ID)

Octet 8


Timing Advance

Octet 9

Octets 10 – 25

Octets 26 – 26+X
BCCH List (Neighbour list)
The BCCH neighbour cell description provides the absolute radio frequency channels numbers (ARFCN) of the BCCH carriers to be monitored by a mobile station (GSM 04.08). The WTA working group has received a change request suggesting that the BCCH information list field should be removed from this library function because it is redundant information and not required for positioning systems. However, within WTA there are contradictory views suggesting that this information field maybe required for position location purposes. WTA understands that some location positioning systems require a combination of ARFCN, timing advance and RF power level information to assist in deriving information about a mobile stations geographical location. These information elements are sent from the mobile station to the network in a measurement report. However, It is not clear however, how the BCCH neighbour cell lists would assist position location systems. It is also understood by WTA that the information fields in the WTA network information library are the same as the ones found in the SIM application Toolkit.

WAP WTA would be grateful if SMG9 could inform WTA whether this field is required, and if so, detail how it is used by position location systems.
