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Reason for 
change:

The states of the UICC and of the ME need to be synchronized, so that both entities can allocate the USIM resources in the critical phase like the initialization, start all the linked processes or terminate them and free all the allocated resources.

For USIM application initialization the steps are :

· start of USIM initialization  procedure : 
ME informs the card by sending the APDU command Select AID with USIM AID

· end of USIM initialization  procedure : 
This CR proposes that the ME sends the APDU command Status with P1 value.

The USIM/UICC needs to be informed of the closure of UMTS application so that all allocated resources can be freed and associated process informed of this closure.

As the use of these synchronization steps can be used by other application develop on the top of the UICC it is proposed to extend the definition of the Status APDU.
