Opening of the Meeting

The Chairman, Dr. Klaus Vedder, opened the twelfth meeting of the 3GPP TSG-T WG3 on USIM issues (hereafter referred to as T3) at 09:15 on 18th January, 2000. Paolo Bruschi welcomed the delegates to Rome on behalf of the host, Telecom Italia Mobile (TIM).

2
Roll Call of Delegates

The T3 #12 meeting was attended by 36 delegates from 9 countries. The list of delegates can be found in Annex A of this report. Apologies of absence were received from Nigel Barnes, Jan Oudelaar and Kristian Woodsend.

3
Input Documents / Agenda

T3-000002 contains the draft agenda. With the addition of several new documents, the agenda was approved. It can be found in annex B of this report.

Approval of the report of T3 #11

T3-000001 contains the draft meeting report from TSG-T3 #11, held in Sophia Antipolis on 8 - 10 December, 1999. It was approved with some editorial modifications and made available in T3-000016.

5
Liaisons and reports from other groups

5.1
Report from T #6 and SA #6

The chairman presented a verbal report on the T3 related results from TSG-T #6 in Nice, 13 - 15 December, 1999. It was noted that:

-
the three T3 specifications presented for approval (31.101, 31.102 and 31.110) were approved together with the respective lists of outstanding Release 99 issues. The three specifications are now under Change Request procedure which means that changes can now only be made by a Change Request (CR) approved at TSG-T;

· 31.111 was presented for information. 31.111 was accepted, together with the outstanding issues, for Release 99 to be approved at TSG-T #7 in March 2000;

· the CR to TS 21.111 was approved as presented.

T3-000017 (SP-99639) contains a list of all 3GPP release 99 issues which are not yet complete as identified at TSG-SA #6. It was noted.

5.2
Input from other groups

T3-000007 contains ITU-T draft Q.1741 (Q.FSU) version 7.1. A presentation of the document indicated that scope was to describe the functionality and requirements of the UIM (User Identity Module) used within IMT-2000 mobile terminals and the UIM - MT signalling requirements. Only the requirements necessary to support global roaming and inter-operability between different family members of IMT-2000 are specified here. It was noted that during the last ITU-T SG11 meeting (Geneva, 22 November – 10 December 1999) the document type had been changed from a recommendation to a report. After the presentation, it was clarified that the audience to which the report was aimed at were the committees standardising ITM-2000 UIMs. 

T3-000013 is an LS from the WAP forum SCEG (Smart Card Expert Group). They inform T3 that they no longer plan to have a DFWAP as they had previously intended, but that instead, they will use the EFDIR ('2F00') file under the MF which will contain PKCS#15 AID and the path to the PKCS#15 DF. This approach was welcomed by T3, but it was noted that care would have to be taken to ensure that the EFDIR defined for the WIM remained compatible with the EFDIR already defined for the USIM. It was decided to draft a reply to inform the WAP forum informing them of this conclusion. 

This was done in T3-990043 which, due to a lack of time, was produced after the meeting. It was made available by email and, since it received no non-editorial comments, it was considered approved on the 28th January, 2000.

T3-000019 (an updated version of T3-000014) is a report of the (U)SIM R-UIM officials meeting #2 held in Rome on 17 January, 2000. The first meeting in November 1999 had noted that with the increasing activities of several different committees, there was a danger that the resulting mobile telecommunications smart card standards would diverge, potentially preventing the inter-operation of several systems on one card. They had therefore concluded that one committee, ETSI SMG9, should become responsible for the top-level common aspects of mobile telecommunications smart cards. Meeting number #2 received liaisons indicating that this approach had been endorsed by T1P1, GAIT (GSM ANSI-136 Interoperability Team), TIA TR-45 and 3GPP2. The document lists 31.101 as a potential platform for such a "universal" mobile telecommunications smart card standard. It further lists 31.110 as a specification of interest for future harmonisation work. The report was noted. The Chairman added that both SMG #30 as well as T #6 were supportive of the approach proposed by the officials meeting held in November. During the meeting it was reported that also the PCG, who was meeting parallel to T3, was in strong support of the proposal that SMG9 should become the focal point of common aspects of the use of smart cards for the various mobile communication systems. As a next step, the proposal will be discussed by the ETSI Board and GA.

USIM and IC Card Requirements (3G TS 21.111)

6.1
USIM application selection

T3-000008 is a CR proposing that there should be an addition to 3G TS 21.111 to state that the user shall be able to choose which application to select between all available applications in the UICC (e.g. between 2 USIM applications). It was noted that 22.101 states "It shall be possible for the user to select the application on the UICC". Discussion concluded that this requirement is fulfilled by 3G TS 31.101 (with the specification of EFDIR) and further that it was not within the scope of 31.101 to specify how the user might access that mechanism. It was therefore agreed to draft an LS to S1 to inform them that if they felt it was necessary to specify an MMI for this functionality, then they should do so in 3G TS 22.030. 

This was done in T3-990042 which, due to a lack of time, was produced after the meeting. It was made available by email and, since it received no non-editorial comments, it was considered approved on the 28th January, 2000.

7
UICC physical and logical characteristics (3G TS 31.101)

7.1
Review of current version

T3-000003 contains 31.101 version 3.0.0. This is based on the 31.101 v1.4.0 (T3-99436) which was agreed for submission during T3 #11. It was noted and used as a basis for further discussions during the meeting.
7.2
USAT issues

T3-000035 is a draft CR to incorporate USAT into 31.101. It was produced as a result of the conclusions made in the 31.101 splinter group meeting during T3 #12. All delegates were asked to review this CR in order for it to be put forward for approval at T3 #13.

7.3
PIN management

T3-000034 (which replaces T3-000015) is a CR to 31.101 to implement security attributes and PIN management procedures which had been listed as an open R99 issue at T3 #11. It introduces the requirement that two different access conditions must be supported: 

-
global conditions (covering all application on the card) and 

-
local conditions (within a particular application/DF).

An access condition in this context is a user PIN, a PIN for administrative purposes or an authentication method indicated in the usage qualifier data object (see ISO/IEC 7816-9). A global security attribute, once verified, gives access to a file DF/EF anywhere in the card where this security attribute is referenced. A local security attribute, once verified, gives access to files within an application/DF or sub-DFs from where it can be referenced.

The security architecture proposed in the CR consists of the following parts:

-
security rules; a set of security attributes;

-
security attributes; consists of an access mode and one or more security conditions;

-
access mode; indicates to which operations (commands) the security attribute applies;

-
security condition; contains references to the applicable key references (PINs).

There was general support for the CR and it was agreed that it would be used as a basis for contributions to the next meeting.

7.4
File Control Information (FCI)

T3-000036 is a draft CR to address the missing file control parameters in the current version of the specification. It was produced as a result of the conclusions made in the 31.101 splinter group meeting during T3 #12. All delegates were asked to review this document in order for it to be put forward for approval at T3 #13. 

7.5
Definition of application session initialisation / termination procedure

T3-000037 is a draft CR to address the definition of a procedure for application initialisation / termination. It was produced as a result of the conclusions made in the 31.101 splinter group meeting during T3 #12. All delegates were asked to review this document in order for it to be put forward for approval at T3 #13.

7.6
Other issues

T3-000040 is a discussion document and change request proposing to enhance 31.101 with a mechanism to allow negotiation between the application and the terminal for current consumption requirement. However, since this is a Release 2000 issue, it was agreed to postpone the document until T3 #13 in February.

8
USIM characteristics (3G TS 31.102)

8.1
Review of current version

T3-000004 contains 31.102 version 3.0.0. This is based on the 31.101 v1.3.0 (T3-99437) which was agreed for submission during T3 #11. It was noted and used as a basis for further discussions during the meeting.

8.2
FDN

T3-000009 is a discussion document on summarising how to implement the FDN / BDN requirements given to T3 by S1 in T3-99384. It proposes that the FDN feature be split into two parts:

-
one service specially designed for GPRS. This service is to be used in GPRS to control access to gateways. A new file, EFACL contains the list of all Access Provider Names (APNs) authorised by the ME. This service is called APN Control List (ACL);

-
the restriction of all other bearer services/teleservices is gathered under the FDN service. EFFDN contains the list of all authorised numbers (excluding APNs) and a reference to the corresponding bearer services/teleservices.

T3-000010 is a CR to 31.102 to implement the FDN and BDN service as described above. However, after some discussion, it was agreed that since it was a simpler matter to implement the BDN change, it should be separated into two separate change requests.

T3-000029 (a revised version of T3-000022) contains the CR to 31.102 to implement BDN and T3-000032 contains the CR to 31.102 to implement FDN. During the discussion of the documents two problems were raised. When updating the BDN data-field the record containing the "Comparison Method Information" may be updated in such a way that its content does not refer to any of the methods provided by the SIM Toolkit application. As a potential solution it was suggested that only values provided in, say another data-field may be selected. When discussing the use of the Capability Configuration Parameters in conjunction with FDN, it was pointed out that the update is only under PIN control and a user, rather than the PIN2 "owner", has control over these parameters. This would lead to the whole feature becoming potentially compromised. As a solution it was suggested to introduce an FDN specific data-field for capability configuration parameters. The discussion was then postponed until T3#13.

8.3
Other outstanding Release 99 issues

T3-99407 contains a CR first presented at T3 #11 to incorporate the necessary USAT material into 31.102. It was noted that this had in fact already been incorporated into 31.102 and so the document was considered closed.

8.4
Corrections and clarifications

T3-000011 contains a CR to 31.102 to change the status of the EFKcGPRS and EFLOCIGPRS from optional to mandatory. During a discussion of the CR, it was concluded that the files should only be mandatory if the GSM access service is available on the USIM. This change was incorporated in T3-000023. With a further editorial change, the CR was approved for submission to TSG-T #7 for approval as CR 31.102-002 in T3-000030.

T3-000012 contains a CR which proposes that EFKeysPS should be changed from optional to mandatory. This is needed because if the USIM is absent, then a packet-enabled terminal would have to store these keys within the terminal, which for security reasons, is not ideal. Due to a lack of time, the document was postponed to T3 #13.

For details on CR 31.102-A001 see item 9.2 below.

8.5
Other issues

T3-000033 is a discussion document requesting clarification on two  inconsistancies between 31.102 and 33.103. The first relates to the TIMSI and the fact that 33.103 states that TMUI-CS, LAI, TMUI-PS and RAI  2.1 is stored in the UE whereas 31.120 specifies an EF for this data. The second issue relates to the fact that the conversion function of C1 and C2 is optional in 33.103 but mandatory in 31.102.

T3-000039 is a CR to 31.102 to introduce the ability to store email addresses in the phone book. This was developed during the meeting and delegates were requested to review the document so that it could be modified and available for approval at the next meting.

T3-000041 is a list of action points following the discussions at T3 #12. The document was noted.

9
USIM Application Identifiers (3G TS 31.110)

9.1
Review of current versions

T3-000004 contains 31.110 version 3.0.0. This is based on the 31.101 v1.0.1 (T3-99419) which had been submitted to TSG-T #6 for approval. It was noted and used as a basis for further discussions during the meeting.

9.2
Outstanding Release 99 issue

T3-99415 is a discussion document which analyses the need for EFAPPI as specified in the current version of TS 31.102 and its link to the USIM AID in TS 31.110. EFAPPI is used to indicate which version of TS 31.102 the USIM is compliant to. This requirement can also be achieved by incorporating the same information into the AID for the USIM. It was concluded that this was a more flexible method and so two CRs were subsequently raised.

T3-000020 is a CR to 31.110 adding the specification version number into the AID coding. With some editorial changes, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #7 as CR 31.110-001 in T3-000028.

T3-000021 is a CR to 31.102 to remove the Elementary File EFAPPI. With some editorial changes, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #7 as CR 31.102-001 in T3-000027.

UICC Application Toolkit (3G TS 31.111)

10.1
Review of current version

T3-000006 contains 31.111 version 1.0.0. This version was submitted to TSG-T #6 for information. It was noted and used as a basis for further discussions during the meeting.

10.2
Outstanding Release 99 issues

TS 31.111 was not discussed during the T3 #12 meeting.
