4 New Work Item Description

The input document is T3z040304.

The specification shall be presented for information at plenary T#25 and approved at T#26.

The group agreed that the paragraph stating that it should be able to identify and run Release 4 tests separately is no longer necessary and could be omitted.

5 Release 5 Testing specification.

5.1 Contributions

5.1.1  CRRs and specification for SMS-CB 

Because CRRs for Command Packets in an SMS-CB had already been presented by G&D and approved by the AdHoc (see T3z040229), these CRRs were taken as a base for the specification. OCS’ contribution with the number T3z040303 is withdrawn. The CRRs were extracted from the G&D specification for the Generalised Secured Packet, copied into a new document and then reviewed by the group.

The following changes and adaptations were made:

· Since the test specification does not distinguish between different kinds of errors, all error cases were gathered under the generic Error Cases paragraph and were relabelled as CRREx. This has also to be done for the SMS-PP specification.

· In Chapter 1.1.1: 

· CRRN6: There is an inconsistency regarding the MID range between the 23.048 and the 23.041. The group decided to apply the range given in the 23.048.

· A new Error Case CRRE2 was introduced, dealing with MID’s not in the allowed range.

· Chapter 1.2.1:

· Some CRRNs have been renumbered (there was an error in the numbering).

· CRRN2 has been rephrased to be more easily understandable.

· Chapter 1.3.1:

· CRRN3+4: The note dealing with the coding of bits b1-b4 of KIc and KID in conjunction with the algorithm specified in the key set has been removed. 

· Some CRRs had to be renumbered, because there was an error in the numbering.

Because there is a strong resemblance between the tests for SMS-PP and SMS-CB concerning the Secured Packet, the tests for this part were copied from the SMS-PP into the SMS-CB specification and then adapted by the group to the new test area. Adaptations made include:

· Test Area References were changed.

· Some expected status words were added where they were missing.

· New key sets were chosen in order to be independent of the SMS-PP tests.

· Tests concerning PoR were suppressed because no such mechanism is defined for SMS-CB. 

· Tests for a blocked counter cannot be done for SMS-CB, because there is no response packet and therefore the appropriate status code can’t be verified.

While reviewing the document a discussion arose whether remote file management commands can and should be used to test security for SMS-CB. The specification is not clear at this point. The group agrees that it is possible to send RFM commands via SMS-CB. Also, the group finally decided to use RFM commands for the SMS-CB security tests, but Gemplus expressed some reservations.

5.1.2 Additional points raised while reviewing the SMS-CB specification

In the SMS-PP specification tests for a blocked counter are missing, which will be added by G&D. It was also necessary to redefine the key sets used in this tests. The new structure is:

5.1.3 Generalised Secured Packet specification by G&D

The input document is T3z040229.

The document was reviewed by the group. In addition to some of the changes mentioned in chapter 5.1.2, some editorial changes have been made in the document. For some test cases, the length of the secured data had to be shortened, because else the download command would have exceeded the maximum of 140 bytes. The tests for a blocked counter were not yet added.

The reviewed document is T3z040306.

5.1.4 Generalised Secured Packet specification by G&D (cont)

The input document is T3z040306.

The document was reviewed again. In addition to editorial changes, some missing error test cases have been added.

The reviewed document is T3z040308.

5.1.5 Scripts for SMS-PP provided by G&D

The scripts are provided as input document T3z040307.

Some of the scripts are not complete but shall work as a skeleton for the final scripts. See the split of the work in chapter 6. Some remarks were made that shall be taken into account while working on the tests:

· The first byte of the INI command shall be 0x03 or 0x13 for SMS-PP and 0x05 for SMS-CB.

· In the SIM packet, SELECT commands shall have the class byte ‘A0’.

· In the first remark in the header of the scripts, ‘Test Case xx’ shall be used instead of ‘ID xx’.

The group reviewed the test script SIM_SEC_SPP_SSS_1.scr. There are some inconsistencies in the usage of the PoR in the tests and the specification, which will be resolved by G&D. The key sets used by the tests have been adapted to the table given in chapter 5.1.2. Some editorial changes were also made in the script.

5.2 Draft skeleton

The input document is T3z040221 from meeting #103.

Changes made to the document include:

· A number has now been reserved for the test specification: TS 31.048

· New abbreviations have been added.

· The new key sets required for the SMS-PP and SMS-CB tests have been added.

· The feature that a list of expected responses (more than one, separated by commas) can be defined in the scripts is deleted from the syntax description (chapter B.1), along with the corresponding example (chapter B.3).

The document is approved with the new number is T3z040309.
