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1. Overall Description:
CT4 is studying on possible IMS Disaster Prevention and Restoration Enhancement (FS_IMS_RES), one of the Key Issues is to maintain IMS service for registered users in case of HSS/UDM failure or overload. 

As depicted in Figure 6.1.1.2-1 of 3GPP TR 29.866, Solution#1 proposed that in case of HSS/UDM failure or overload, the P-CSCF will evaluates the UE's registration status. If the UE have ever registered in the IMS, and P-CSCF have stored the S-CSCF address, P-CSCF can forward the (re)-registration message directly to the S-CSCF according to the stored S-CSCF address. By this way, the interaction between I-CSCF and HSS/UDM is saved, and thus the burden on HSS/UDM can be reduced. Besides, the proposed simplified mechanism of re-registration can also reduce the HSS/UDM load in normal network scenario.

The method of routing without I-CSCF is different from the signaling flows specified in 3GPP TS 23.228, so this approach needs to be discussed in SA2.

CT4 kindly asks SA2 whether it is fine to simplify the IMS (re)-registration procedure by the way described above.
