"The UE vendors’ understanding is that, any UE passing the MO BD test (with MCS 17 configured, 16QAM interference) is expected to have MU-MIMO receiver functionalities besides MO BD implemented with reasonable performance as well (e.g. DMRS port blind detection on allocated PRGs, R-ML receiver for interference cancellation etc.). Hence the UE is expected to be able to pass the test without MO BD (with MCS 13 configured, QPSK interference)."
No further actions are expected from above agreement.
