3	Justification
In addition to Multimedia Priority Service (MPS) for MMTEL voice/video calls and MPS for DTS, Rel-19 TS 22.153 has been updated to support authorized MPS Service Users with priority for messaging services in periods of network congestion during which normal commercial messaging services are degraded.
FS_MPS4msg studied stage 2 solutions for MPS for messaging, documented in TR 23.700-75.
This WID adopts the conclusions of FS_MPS4msg documented in TR23.700-75 for normative specifications. 
4	Objective
The objective is to specify MPS for messaging as listed in the conclusions of TR 23.700-75 into normative specifications.
Specifically, the objectives include: 
· WT-1 Support MPS priority treatment for SIP MESSAGE and SIP sessions-based solutions.
· For SIP-MESSAGE and SIP sessions-based solution, reuse and adapt existing IMS-based subscription update procedures via HSS, S-CSCF, and P-CSCF using the regEvent package (to indicate setting or clearing of MPS for messaging); and
· P-CSCF may send information to PCF/PCRF via N5/Rx about MPS for messaging being set/cleared, which may be used in PCF/PCRF policy to control the MPS priority of the IMS signalling bearer/QoS flow.
· WT-2 Support MPS priority treatment in EPC and 5GC for messaging services using
· MO/MT SMS over IP; and
· MO/MT SMS over NAS.
· WT-3 Support setting and clearing of MPS for messaging via SCEF and NEF
