Abstract: 
Differences between 3GPP/ETSI and CEN HLAP Requirements
1. CEN has different requirements for a test NG eCall, because it shall include MSD 
transfer while using IMS over packet switched networks (see CEN/TS 17184:2022 § 7.3.2).
According to the CEN requirements a test NG eCall shall include the MSD transfer but 
corresponding 3GPP procedures and signalling are currently not defined.
Justification for 3GPP alignment with CEN: test eCalls are an important instrument to support 
the vehicle type-approval tests, where a test lab needs to verify compliance of the IVS with 
the CEN standards, without interfering with PSAP emergency services. Especially after vehicle 
crash tests and sled tests, test eCalls to a dedicated PSAP test point are currently used for the 
CS-based eCall type-approval and MSD verification is part of the defined test procedure (see 
EU Regulation 2017/79 Annex I and II).
2. CEN has different requirements for transfer of an updated MSD during a PSAP callback 
while using IMS over packet switched networks (see CEN/TS 17184:2022 § 7.7.3 and 7.11).
According to the CEN requirements a PSAP shall be able to request MSD updates during a PSAP 
callback and the IVS shall transfer MSD updates accordingly but corresponding 3GPP 
procedures and signalling are currently not defined.
Justification for 3GPP alignment with CEN: without alignment, the NG eCall would not provide 
an equivalent set of features compared to CS-based eCall where a PSAP can retrieve the MSD 
for a callback. The alignment would enable a PSAP to retrieve updated MSD when calling back 
an IVS.
3. CEN has different requirements for an event where the IVS receives a SIP response 
code of the form 4xx/6xx containing a positive MSD ACK while using IMS over packet switched 
networks (see CEN/TS 17184:2022 § 7.4.5, 7.6.2 and 7.13.3.3).
According to the CEN requirements the IVS shall remain registered (if not in limited service 
state) and shall wait for a potential PSAP callback, while the 3GPP requirements require the 
IVS to immediately retry the eCall in the CS domain if available or over another PS RAT or PLMN.
Justification for 3GPP alignment with CEN: alignment would avoid unnecessary additional 
eCall attempts to PSAPs who may be busy (which may worsen any PSAP congestion situation) 
and allow a PSAP to call back the IVS when a PSAP operator is available. If the IVS reattempts
the eCall in the CS or PS domain, it is not ensured that the new call attempt would be handled 
by the same PSAP and it is possible that a call back from the original PSAP would then fail due 
to the IVS being engaged in the eCall reattempt.
4. CEN has different requirements for an event where the IVS receives a SIP 200 OK 
response containing a negative MSD ACK while using IMS over packet switched networks (see 
CEN/TS 17184:2022 § 7.6.3).
According to the CEN requirements the IVS shall continue the NG eCall, but shall not resend 
the MSD, unless requested by the PSAP, while the 3GPP requirements require the IVS to 
immediately attempt to send the MSD using the in-band modem.
Justification for 3GPP alignment with CEN: alignment would avoid inband modem signals to a 
PSAP that supports NG eCall but not inband eCall, which may disturb voice communication
(e.g. see case 5 below). The negative MSD ACK implies that the PSAP is NG eCall capable and 
could thus request MSD later using SIP rather than inband signalling.
5. CEN has different requirements for support of MSD reception by a PSAP using in-band 
modem over packet switched networks (see CEN/TS 17184:2022 § 7.8).
According to the CEN requirements the inband MSD reception over packet switched networks 
is an optional feature for a PSAP that supports eCall over IMS where the PSAP only instigates 
the MSD transfer if it supports the inband feature. The 3GPP requirements assume that a PSAP 
supporting eCall over IMS always supports inband MSD reception over packet switched 
networks (see 3GPP TS 24.229 § 4.7.6) and allow the IVS to instigate sending of the MSD using 
the in-band modem.
Justification for 3GPP alignment with CEN: alignment would modify the assumptions related 
to mandatory and optional PSAP features in 3GPP TS 24.229 § 4.7.6.
6. CEN has different requirements and procedures for an event where the eCall support 
flag (ECL) is not set at the moment an eCall is triggered (see CEN/TS 17184:2022 § 7.13.1.2).
According to the CEN requirements the IVS shall set up an IMS emergency voice call (without 
MSD transfer and without use of eCall URNs), while the 3GPP requirements require the IVS to 
include an eCall URN in the SIP INVITE but no MSD and to attempt to transfer the MSD using 
the in-band modem after the eCall is established.
Justification for 3GPP alignment with CEN: if the PLMN does not support NG eCall (e.g. does 
not support NG eCall URNs) or if no PSAP supporting NG eCall is available, the eCall would 
probably be routed to a PSAP that supports emergency calls but not eCall. An attempt to 
transfer MSD using the in-band modem would then fail and could disturb the voice path. If a 
PLMN does support NG eCall and if a PSAP is available that supports the inband version of
eCall but not NG eCall, the 3GPP requirement may be more suitable.
7. CEN has different requirements for an event where the eCall support flag (ECL) is set 
at the moment an eCall is triggered but where the IVS later receives a SIP 200 OK response 
not containing a positive or negative MSD ACK while using IMS over packet switched networks 
(see CEN/TS 17184:2022 § 7.6.4).
According to the CEN requirements the IVS shall continue the NG eCall as a normal IMS 
emergency voice call, but shall not resend the MSD, while the 3GPP requirements require the 
IVS to immediately attempt to send the MSD using the in-band modem.
Justification for 3GPP alignment with CEN: same as Case 6
8. CEN has different requirements for an event where an eCall fails completely while 
using IMS over packet switched networks (see CEN/TS 17184:2022 § 7.4.8).
According to the CEN requirements the IVS shall try to reattempt the NG eCall for a period of 
up to 2 minutes, while the 3GPP requirements require the IVS to immediately retry the eCall in 
the CS domain if available or over another PS RAT or PLMN.
Justification for 3GPP alignment with CEN: CEN/TS 17184:2022 does not include support for 
eCall using the CS domain, which is included instead in CEN EN 17905. When the CS domain is 
absent (e.g. 2G/3G support has been phased out), the CEN/TS 17184:2022 requirement is 
similar to 3GPP but additionally ensures that the IVS will keep trying to establish an eCall for 
up to 2 minutes. When the CS domain is present, CEN/TC 278/WG 15 agrees that the 3GPP 
requirement is valid. 3GPP alignment with CEN in this case can then just include the 2 minutes
retry requirement.
9. CEN has different requirements for an event where an eCall drops after successful call 
establishment (200 OK) but where there was no positive MSD ACK (either in a 200 OK or 
inband) while using IMS over packet switched networks (see CEN/TS 17184:2022 § 7.13.4.2).
According to the CEN requirements the IVS shall try to reattempt the NG eCall for a period of 
up to 2 minutes, while the 3GPP requirements assume the eCall was successful and do not 
require the IVS to retry the eCall.
Justification for 3GPP alignment with CEN: alignment would increase the probability of 
successful transfer of the MSD. As a PSAP can call back the IVS (if not in limited service state) 
and request MSD (if there is alignment for case 2), CEN/TC 278/WG 15 agrees that alignment
for this case seems less essential.
Based on the justification for each case, CEN/TC 278/WG 15 considers that 3GPP alignment 
for cases 1 to 5 above is needed and asks 3GPP to provide alignment prior to when the 
Delegated EU Regulations are expected to become effective (1 January 2026). For cases 6 to 
9 above, CEN/TC 278/WG 15 considers that 3GPP alignment would provide improved support 
for some use cases and asks 3GPP to take this into account when determining whether, when 
and how to provide alignment.

For 3GPP Release 13, Mission Critical Push To Talk (MCPTT) was defined in core specifications. Consequently, and for commercial need, a Work Item [5] was opened in RAN5 to create conformance test cases. The Work Item created the TS 36.579 family of specifications. The TS 36.579 family of specifications included both UE/Device/Client conformance test cases as well as server conformance test cases. The server test cases, included in TS 36.579-3, were created for situations where an MCPTT server would exist outside of the core network and be controlled by an end user acting as a customer of a carrier. No network or core testing was part of the scope of the Work Item.
In subsequent Mission Critical Services RAN5 Work Items for Release 14 [5] and Release 15 [6], Mission Critical Video (MCVideo) and Mission Critical Data (MCData) were included in the TS 36.579 family of specifications for UE/Device/Client conformance test cases only. There was not strong Industry need for MCVideo and MCData server test cases.
For Release 16, the Industry needs had changed, so the Release 16 mission critical services Work Item Description (WID) [7] included updates for all existing TS 36.579 specifications and included the creation of new specifications TS 36.579-8 for MCVideo server test cases and TS 36.579-9 for MCData server test cases. The WID was endorsed by RAN5 and approved in the RAN Plenary. 
Once work began on the Rel-16 Work Item, RAN5 and 3GPP TF 160 leadership decided that MCPTT, MCVideo, and MCData server test cases were outside the scope of RAN5 Terms of Reference [2]. This has caused all work for MCPTT, MCVideo, and MCData server test cases to halt within RAN5.
Proposal 1: Agree to include Mission Critical Services server conformance testing which would enable incorporating MCPTT, MCVideo, and MCData server test cases in RAN5 specifications.

In certain tracking areas an operator providing Satellite NG-RAN coverage might want to restrict the access to the Satellite NG-RAN by rejecting the registration with cause code #15 "No suitable cells in tracking area". In order to avoid that the UE attempts to select a Satellite NG-RAN cell belonging to a different TAI in Satellite NG-RAN, which would cause significant additional network load, waste of radio resources, UE power and longer periods where the UE is not in service, but rather searches for cells with a RAN radio access technology different to Satellite NG-RAN, it is proposed to introduce a new Extended 5GMM cause IE which allows to indicate "Satellite NG-RAN not allowed in PLMN". If the UE receives "Satellite NG-RAN not allowed in PLMN", it shall search for a suitable cell of the same PLMN in a radio access technology different to Satellite NG-RAN.
Discussion: 
CR was missed to introduce in CT1 meeting.
Nokia and Huawei would like to discuss this first at the CT working group before it's approved in TSG CT. Nokia does not see the rush to agree on this CR in a current TSG CT. This would guarantee that all requirements are fully covered.

Abstract: 
During operation of a PLMN, it is a common task to have to re-allocate subscriber's data records across subscriber servers/databases, due to multiple reasons such as, e.g., network re-dimensioning / scaling-out, replacement / swap of legacy databases (e.g. 4G UDC systems), etc.
In those scenarios the subscription data is moved from origin to target database system including both provisioned static data (user profiles) and temporary data (context data), which shall be available for traffic in the new database as soon as possible to avoid disturbances in the end user experience and network services. Additionally, network traffic shall be properly moved to the target systems database handling the new subscriptions, i.e. UDR affecting in many cases the traffic from 5GC to database front-ends, i.e. UDM/PCF.
The procedures followed to enable this network deployment change (subscriber reallocation) is referred here as data migration service which includes both recovery of temporary data and traffic switch.
The procedures to move provisioning/static subscription data is out of the scope of this Work Item. This is expected to be done by BSS or O&M systems.
In order to support the migration of subscriber data and the users’ traffic steering to e.g. a new UDC system (HSS-FE / UDR), in previous network architectures the subscriber server (HLR in 2G/3G, HSS in 4G) could rely on sending a "reset" command to the access nodes, to inform that the dynamic data for users migrated needs to be restored.
This was widely used since users were extracted from the old database and re-provisioning was performed in the new database. Permanent subscription data was then restored, but dynamic data (e.g. context data) was not migrated and the migration process was relying on the existing EPC reset mechanism in order to speed up the process of restoring consistency between the serving nodes and the database, so that serving nodes (e.g. MME) were in charge of that. 
Traffic steering related to the affected users was then performed by SLF/DRA via proper configuration of the routing tables.
There is a similar procedure that can be used in 5GC to trigger restoration of the temporary data from UDM consumers to target UDM/UDR using UDR restoration procedures specified in 3GPP TS 23.527. It should be noted that these restoration procedures were originally meant to be triggered upon a potential data-loss event at UDR, but they are equally applicable to other scenarios where a similar reaction is expected by the NFs receiving a restoration notification (i.e. to restore dynamic data at the UDR). 
In the 5GC, i.e. in addition to AMF (which performs similar functions as MME in EPC), there are more NFs storing context data (e.g. registration data, or subscriptions to events) in UDM/UDR, e.g. SMF, SMSF, NEF, AANF, … increasing the risk that temporary data is not restored in a consistent manner. Existing procedures could be used to recover temporary data during data migration procedure, although some improvements could be done in order to avoid traffic loss due to obsolete data in target system.
Additionally, 5GC provides a specific mechanism for traffic routing based in NRF functions. When subscription data is distributed in different databases in the PLMN, there are some NF profile specific parameters providing information used for traffic routing: UDR groupId, UDM groupId and PCF group Id. Each of these identities are mapped to specific set of users based on SUPI series or GPSI series. The mapping between NF groupId and corresponding user id can be manage in different ways: a) Configured in the corresponding NF profile b) configured in the NRF c) provisioned in UDR and retrieved by NRF. In case a), the mapping is also available in NF profile updates, i.e. when NF profile is changed by UDR, UDM or PCF. However in cases b) and c) the mapping is only available upon specific user discovery, but it is not updated in the consumers since the information is not stored in the user profile. 
Therefore, UDR consumers (UDM and PCF) and UDM/PCF consumers discover the relation between a user identity and a given NF groupId during NF discovery, in which case, especially for stateful NFs, the consumers can store this information as part of the internal UE context, to be used in the next NF interactions. In the case of AMF, this information is distributed towards other UDM/PCF consumers such as AMF, SMF and SMSF upon UE context transfer, PDU session establishment or SMSF registration.
When there is a change in the mapping between a given user and NF groupId, UDR/UDM/PCF consumers storing NF group Id information stored in the UE context may not be able to detect this change, leading to wrong UDR/UDM/PCF may be contacted if they use an obsolete NF GroupId to find UDR/UDM/PCF.
This affects restoration traffic, i.e. it is not always guaranteed that restoration traffic will reach the target UDM/UDR, since they are usually based on the stored GroupId of the UDM (as part of UE context), so they may attempt to restore the context/dynamic data by reusing the stored GroupId which is still pointing to the origin system in case of UDM reallocation.

Stage 3 for Mission Critical (MC) services specifications has been developed incrementally over several releases, with the focus on efficient communications between parties, as enhancements of long-time existing non-3GPP systems (LMR) for Public Safety (i.e., P25 and TETRA). Location-related features have been a part of the 3GPP MC systems from the beginning, reflecting (and improving upon) the location features available and considered needed in the LMR systems. Over the years, things have progressed in the field, making now some significant enhancements desirable and necessary. Specifically:
1.	Stage 2 spec TS 23.280, provided by SA6, has defined architecture, interfaces and features for MC location management that are currently not reflected (or only partly reflected) in the Stage 3 specs. Examples include communications via interfaces between MC location management clients and location management servers and between MC service server (i.e., MCPTT, MCVideo, MCData) and location management servers, including IWF gateway for communication with legacy LMR systems. The basis of this Stage 3 work item is Rel 18 Stage 2 spec TS 23.280 which has completed and is stable, with no relevant Stage 2 location-related work approved, or currently proposed in Rel-19. It is time for the Stage 3 specifications to fully align with the Stage 2 specifications.
2.	Location technology has also evolved beyond just reporting GNSS-based geographic coordinates and is becoming widely used. This includes UEs with gyroscope/accelerometers used in estimating travelled distance, bearing and speed, not only for land-based movement, but also for UAVs; placement of sensitive barometers in UEs to help compute height / altitude; in-building location (including exact floor) determination, etc. Updating MC Stage 3 specs (consistent with existing MC Stage 2 text) with appropriate data structures, e.g., appropriate location triggers and variables, is becoming essential for the work of Public Safety responders.  
In order to achieve a high quality and stable Stage 3 text in a timely manner, a focused work item is required. The work will cover only Mission Critical aspects of location management, avoid unnecessary duplications and ensure backwards compatibility with the current Stage 3 MC specifications, for the benefit of the Public Safety community and of the people they serve.

Feature negotiation takes place between the NF service consumer (AMF) and NF service producer (PCF) during the creation of the AM/UE Policy Association, leaving feature re-negotiation during AMF relocation when the target AMF re-uses the PCF indicated by the source AMF unspecified in Release 15. After Release 15, new releases have been specifying new functionality, and consequently, bringing the possibility of network deployments that contain NFs with different feature level support. To enable that both, the target AMF and the PCF are aware of their respective feature level support, it has been specified feature re-negotiation during UE/AM policy association update service procedure.
Also related to AMF relocation procedures and the Namf_Communication service, how the PCF handles the subscription to notification of N1N2 messages with the new AMF was not specified in previous Releases. To optimize the signalling and processing resources, the solution developed in this Work Item specifies the use of the subscription Id obtained during initial subscription for any further interaction. In addition, to improve specification clarity, it has been specified that the PCF uses the AMF instance serving the UE received from the AMF to retrieve from the NRF the NF profile for the Namf_Communication service.
For error handling, the Work Item completes the definition of the application errors applicable to Namf_Communication and Npcf_UEPolicyControl services. For Namf_Communication service, the RetryAfter description is completed for UE Policy Delivery. For Npcf_UEPolicyControl, error situations related to UE non-reachable are completed and clarified, and additionally, it is specified the mapping of application errors between the VPLMN and the HPLMN.
