· Based on the AF request, the SMF can initiate the N6 delay measurement and L-PSA UPF(s) can be instructed to measure and report N6 delay between L-PSA UPF and EAS. 
Alternatively, the AF registers its available data at the NEF including the N6 delay information and provide N6 delay per candidate DNAI(s) and EAS to the 5GC based on subscription.
Editor's note:	Whether EAS load can also be used by the SMF/EASDF is FFS.
· The AF can provide the EAS load information to the 5GC, if available to be taken into account for EAS (re)selection beforehand the EAS discovery to reduce the future edge relocation triggered by the AF for load balancing with inevitable service interruption.
The SMF subscribes to the AF for EAS load information if the AF has registered its available data at the NEF with EAS load information.
Alternatively, the EASDF can be instructed by the SMF to subscribe and manage the N6 delay and/or the EAS load information locally on behalf of the SMF for less burden to the SMF and provide the information to the SMF when necessary.

· Considering the benefit and complexity, no additional impact on the NWDAF is expected.

8.2	Conclusion for KI#2
The following principles are recommended in normative work for KI #2: Enhancement of EAS and local UPF (re)selection
-	SMF selects local PSA UPF and EAS considering N6 delay and/or EAS load, when available.
Editor's note:	Whether SMF collects N6 delay measurements from the L-PSA UPF or from the AF is FFS
Editor's note:	Whether EAS load can also be used by the SMF/EASDF is FFS.
-	N6 delay between L-PSA UPF and EAS is can be measured by leveraging existing mechanisms (e.g., defined by IETF, PING, TWAMP, OWAMP, etc.) based on the request from the AF.
-	Detailed Iinteraction between AF and 5GC may be needed to enable the measurement will be specified in the normative.
-	Alternatively, the AF may also register its available data at the NEF including the N6 delay and/or the EAS load and provide N6 delay per candidate DNAI and/or EAS load information to the SMF/EASDF conditionally or periodically based on subscription.
-	SMF may also instruct EASDF to subscribe and manage N6 delay and/or EAS load information locally on behalf of the SMF to assist local PSA and EAS (re)selection.
