The following aspects are concluded as principles for normative work:
-	Reusing procedures in clauses 4.17.1 and 4.17.2 of TS 23.502 [3] to support registering the extended UPF functionalities in NRF.
-	The following UPF functionalities are added in the N4 capabilities and UPF NF profile stored in NRF:
-	The functionality of NAT information exposure;
-	Packet Inspection functionality (to differentiate between IP or MAC filter based packet detection, and the packet detection based on other means, e.g. layer 7 DPI);
-	Defining operator configurable parameter in the N4 capabilities and UPF NF profile which can be used for non-standard or partially supported features and configured by operator to extend the baseline UPF capabilities. The format of the parameter is to be determined by stage 3.
-	For example, the operator may configure values for this parameter to represent customized configuration (e.g. hardware accelerators (for example GPU, DPU etc.), Firewall, DDoSs Protection, etc.).

-	UDM/UDR per UE subscription data is enhanced to support UPF extended functionalities. UDM/UDR per UE subscription data may indicate extended UPF functionalities that are required and/or desired for a PDU Session. 
-	SM Policy data in PCF may indicate UPF extended functionalities that are required and/or desired for a PDU Session.
