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1. Introduction
This pCR proposes the architecture impacts, API inpacts and the solution evaluation for solution #5 on Enhancing API invoker Onboarding.
2. Reason for Change
For  the solution #5, there are no new architecture impacts, the existing CAPIF architecture can be used for the interactions between API Invoker and CCF. Also, the Onboarding and Offboarding service operations of CAPIF_API_Invoker_Management API need to be enhanced to implement this solution. Solution evaluation illustrates how this solution address key issue #5, by avoiding dormant API Invoker information and wastage of resources.

The evaluation should include the descriptions of the impacts to existing architectures.This solution addresses the key issue #5 by enabling the CCF to onboard an API Invoker to CAPIF based on meeting the criteria information from the API Invoker. On-boarding of API Invoker is avoided when the CCF does not meet the critieria information, if provided by API invoker. Potenitally, this results in API invoker actively consuming the CAPIF services / northbound APIs. Also, the solution proposes to by CCF sending notification to the API invoker when CCF cannot meet the onboarding criteria request from the API invoker. Thus, the enhanced onboarding and notification procedures result in, avoid any unnecessary on-boarding, avoid maintenenance of dormant API Invoker profile information at CCF and to enhance the experience of onboarding management.
