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1.	Introduction
The Rel-18 WI on High-power UE operation for fixed-wireless/vehicle-mounted use cases in LTE bands and NR bands should be completed and TR 37.829 should be submitted for approval in RAN#104. This contribution provides a text proposal to clarify in the latest version of TR 37.829 [1] that the simulation results and conclusion that have been recorded in this TR as well as the approved TR 37.880 [2] can be applied to other bands in the similar frequency ranges.
