Last RAN4 meeting agreed to define test case for s-DCI mTRP cases. As clarified last meeting, joint TCI state is the default capability for unified TCI state. There are only two types of UEs. One is supporting joint TCI state only. Another is supporting both joint and separate TCI state. For UE supporting joint TCI state only, there is no divergence that they only need to pass TC3, i.e., the test case for joint TCI state. For UE supporting both joint and separate TCI states, more discussion is needed for which test(s) UE needs to pass. In our understanding, the joint TCI state switching requirement for DL is the same as separate DL TCI state switching requirement. Ad the joint TCI state switching requirement for UL is the same as separate UL TCI state switching requirement. In this sense, UE does not need to pass separate TCI state switch TCs. RAN4 could only define test case for joint TCI state switching. There’s no need to define test case for separate TCI state switching.
