-	The User Identifier format is NAI.
-	The User Identity Profile may contain:
-	one or more User Identifiers;
- 	QoS information;
- 	DNN/S-NSSAI that the user is allowed to access;
-	a list of linked subscriptions.
Editor's note:	Where the User Identity Profile is stored is FFS.
Editor's note:	Whether there can be more than one User identifier in the User identity Profile is FFS. The IE in the User Identity Profile is FFS.
-	The User Identity Profile is stored in the UDR.
-	A trusted AF or OAM can be used to link/unlink a user identifier with a subscription.
-	The User Identifier is unique within PLMN and can be linked/unlinked by a trusted AF or OAM procedure with a 5GS subscription identified by a SUPI.
- 	PCC rules are updated when a user becomes active with a subscription.
- 	PCF can receives information from the user profile to adjust PCC rules. 
-	A linked user becomes active with a subscription by providing a user identifier in a NAS message.
