The following bullets are the interim conclusion principles for KI#1:

The User Identifier format is NAI, which can be assigned by operator or 3rd party.
-
The User Identity Profile is stored in UDR may contain one or more entries, for each entry may contain:

-
one unique User Identifier;

-
a list of linked subscriptions.
-    sets of policy/QoS information
· The User Identity Profile can be managed by operator or 3rd party, including creating, modifying, and deleting a user profile, link operation between User Identifier and a UE subscription.

Editor's note:
Whether there can be more than one User identifier in the User identity Profile is FFS. The IE in the User Identity Profile is FFS.

-
The User Identifier is unique within PLMN and can be linked/unlinked with a 5GS subscription identified by a SUPI.
-     PCF generates the PCC rules by retrieving the QoS/Policy information stored in UDR with the user identifier and provides to SMF  
-
Authorized AF can request to link/unlink a user identifier with a subscription via NEF API. UE also can request to link/unlink a user identifier with a subscription via NAS message.
-     For each subscription, the authorized AF(s) can request a user identifier to link with the subscription.
- 
A linked User Identifier can be activated/deactivated via NSA MM (e.g., registration) with the user identifier.
- 
It is expected that when using User Identifier, there is no impacts on the legacy SMS/IMS services.
