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Abstract of the contribution: The contribution proposes conclusions for KI#3 "Support of No Transmit Zones" based on on the technical input of the provided solutions.

1. Introduction
Currently, some solutions addressing KI#3, Support of No Transmit Zones propose solutions with RAN impact. We argument that RAN impact is not only not necessary, but that it progressing normative work with the assumption of RAN impact results in 3GPP mandating operator liability for a UE disregarding a NTZ. 

2. Discussion
Solutions #7, #8, #9 in TR 23.700-59, as well as the solutions agreed in SA2#162 and described in S2-2405547, S2-2405807, S2-2405808, address KI#3. 
Observation 1: Not all solutions have RAN impact and not all of the solutions propose that RAN or the operator is responsible for NTZ enforcement.
None of the solutions implying that RAN is responsible for enforcement of the UE complying with the NTZ argument why this is necessary for complying with the CEPT ECC Decision 22(07).
Observation 2: The solution descriptions do not include a technical reasoning why RAN impact is unavoidable.
While one thing is standardizing (optional) capabilities that allow for monitoring of NTZ compliance by a UE, concluding that RAN, and by extension, the operator controlling said RAN, is responsible for NTZ enforcing forces network operators into position of legal liability because of the specific technical solution being chosen.
CEPT ECC Decision 22(07) clearly states “a geographical area where aerial UE are not allowed to operate in a certain frequency band”. We see no hint in the ECC text hinting at responsibility by the operator.
Observation 3: Our interpretation of CEPT ECC Decision 22(07) is that the UE is responsible for not transmitting in the NTZ, not RAN or by extension the operator.

Proposal: We propose the following points for KI#3:
1. The UE is responsible for NTZ enforcement
2. NTZ enforcement is not the responsibility of the network
3. No RAN impact

3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 23.700-59.
