Year end surplus

Adrian Scrase presented document 4 " Year 2001 Financial Status and calculation of Year End Surplus". Document was first presented as draft and then iteratively processed. The document allocated the surplus (plus or minus) to the partners according to the partners´s contributions to that resource.

Budget for Year 2002

Adrian Scase presented document 5 " Year 2002 Budget" which identified the contributions from the partners for the 2002 budget. The contributions were checked and agreed.

It was further agreed that the invoices will be accompanied by credit notes indicating the surplus as in document 4. The actual payment then will be the amount 2002 budget share deducted by the amount in the credit note.

Adrian also indicated that the overhead costs indeed had gone down 100 kECU. However the reason for that was that an additional expert (Shicheng Hu) was moved from the overhaed costs as direct salary cost and therefore needs to be added to the costs of the project in the first table in document 5 as a separate line item, additional support staff,with the value of 144 kEuro. This will then add the total costs accordingly and results also in changes in contingency.

It was also agreed that lists of members via different patners will ba added as an annex to document 5.

As a conclusion of discusions it was agreed that Adrian will carefully revise documents 3, 4 and 5 in a week (by 25th of Jan), deliver the documents on the FFG mailing list and then allow  a week for comments.
