Mr Satyan Nayar (Senior Director, Cellular Operator Association of India) gave a welcoming address, explaining the importance placed on mobile communications in India and his anticipation of a successful meeting.

Actions arising

The Secretary reported that there had been only one action assigned at the previous meeting as follows [3GPP/OP#17(07)03]:

Secretary, together with the Funding and Finance Group to investigate whether it was possible to carry forward the 2006 surplus as a provision against increased support requirements in 2007 and to evaluate the fiscal implications of such an action 
It was noted that this action had been discharged since the Funding and Finance Group had considered this possibility and provided their response in document OP17_09 to this meeting.

Results from PCG#18 and matters arising

The PCG Chairman gave a summary of the results of the PCG meeting that had taken place the previous day.  It was noted that there were two issues brought forward that required the specific attention of the Organizational Partners, namely the question of budget availability for increased support to the TSGs and the financial implications of establishing a permanent presence within 3GPP for marketing and promotional matters.  These two issues are further discussed under section 7 of this report.

Report and recommendations from the 3GPP OP IMS Ad Hoc Group

5.1
Recommendations from the Ad Hoc Group 

Dr Satoh (Convenor OP/IMS Ad Hoc Group) presented a summary report of the activities of the OP IMS Ad Hoc Group that had been created by OP#16 [3GPP/OP#17(07)4].  The Ad Hoc Group had given full consideration to the task allocated to them and had made seven recommendations which were presented to this meeting for approval.  A vote of thanks was recorded for Dr Satoh for the work he had undertaken as Convenor of this group, and he in turn thanked those who had actively contributed to the results.
Mr Jeffries (ATIS) presented a number of observations with respect to the recommendations made together with proposals for amendment [3GPP/OP#17(07)14].  

Each recommendation was considered in turn, together with the observations made by ATIS, and the following conclusions recorded:
Recommendation 1:
The scope of 3GPP should be expanded to encompass “common IMS” as described in documents 3GPP/OP#17(07)05 and 3GPP/OP#17(07)06.
ATIS had commented that the actual description of “Common IMS” had been recorded in Clause 5 of document 3GPP/OP#17(07)05 and summarized in document 3GPP/OP#17(07)06, proposing that this clarification should be noted.
With this clarification noted, Recommendation 1 was approved.
Decision OP17/2:
The scope of 3GPP expanded to encompass “common IMS” [3GPP/OP#17(07)4 Recommendation 1].
Recommendation 2:
The PCG should requests the TSGs to consider whether changes are required in their Terms of Reference to take into account the expansion of 3GPP’s scope to include common IMS.
In requesting the TSGs to undertake this task, ATIS again drew attention to the fact that the definition of “Common IMS” was recorded in Clause 5 of document 3GPP/OP#17(07)05 and summarized in document 3GPP/OP#17(07)06.  This precision was noted, and Recommendation 2 approved.
Decision OP17/3:
The OPs agreed to request the TSGs to consider whether changes are required in their Terms of Reference to take into account the expansion of 3GPP’s scope to include common IMS [3GPP/OP#17(07)4 Recommendation 2].
Action OP17/1:
TSGs to consider whether changes are required in their Terms of Reference to take into account the expansion of 3GPP’s scope to include common IMS [3GPP/OP#17(07)4 Recommendation 2].
Recommendation 3:
The PCG/OP should approve the concept and process description to be deployed in pursuit of a common single core IMS architecture, as contained in documents 3GPP/OP#17(07)07 and 3GPP/OP#17(07)08.
and

Recommendation 4:
The PCG/OP should request the TSGs to take the necessary action to implement the concept and process description to be deployed in pursuit of a common single core IMS architecture, as contained in documents 3GPP/OP#17(07)07 and 3GPP/OP#17(07)08.

ATIS had expressed a clear preference that a new Working Group should be established within TSG SA to treat the new requirements stemming from non-mobile communities.  However, it was noted that this matter had been debated at length within the Ad Hoc Group and that they had not been able to draw a clear conclusion.  The pros and cons of such a move had already been discussed previously and it was concluded that the best place to further consider this matter was within TSG SA itself.  
ATIS had further commented that the matter of openness and fairness required further consideration, in order to ensure that new requirements originating from non-mobile communities were treated appropriately.  This matter had already been debated within the Ad Hoc Group where some participants had expressed the view that there were already sufficient mechanisms in place to ensure the proper treatment of input contributions.  Nevertheless, it was agreed that the 3GPP Working Procedures Group should investigate the current situation and make recommendations for amendment to the Working Procedures if required.

Noting the preferences expressed by ATIS, the recommendations were approved.
Decision OP17/4:
The concept and process description to be deployed in pursuit of a common single core IMS architecture approved [3GPP/OP#17(07)4 Recommendation 3].
Decision OP17/5:
The OPs agreed to request the TSGs to take the necessary action to implement the concept and process description to be deployed in pursuit of a common single core IMS architecture [3GPP/OP#17(07)4 Recommendation 4].
Action OP17/2:
TSGs to take the necessary action to implement the concept and process description to be deployed in pursuit of a common single core IMS architecture, with the relevant structure being put into place within 90 days [3GPP/OP#17(07)4 Recommendation 3].
Action OP17/3:
3GPP Working Procedures Group to investigate the current situation with respect to the fair and open treatment of input contributions origination from non-mobile communities, making recommendations for amendment to the Working Procedures if required [3GPP/OP#17(07)4 Recommendation 3].
A discussion took place on how the success of the above recommendations would be measured.  It was felt that the best measure of success would be the evidence showing that all communities were pursuing “Common IMS” within 3GPP and that parallel activities in other organizations had ceased.  Although this was a rather subjective measure, the TSG SA Chairman undertook to report the progress being made within 3GPP to future OP/PCG meetings.
Action OP17/4:
TSG SA Chairman to report the success in discharging actions relevant to Common IMS to future OP/PCG meetings [3GPP/OP#17(07)4 Recommendation 3].
Recommendation 5:
The proposed modifications to the 3GPP Partnership Project Agreement (contained in Annex B of 3GPP/OP#17(07)4) should be approved.
ATIS had proposed an amendment to the wording contained in Annex B of document 3GPP/OP#17(07)4.  However, the precise text proposed by the Ad Hoc Group had been the subject of approval at the governance level of the Organizational Partners, and there was therefore some reluctance to accept changes at this late stage.  It was therefore agreed to approve the proposal of the Ad Hoc Group without amendment at this time.  

Other elements of the Partnership Project Agreement were scheduled for debate under Agenda item 8 of this meeting.  It was therefore agreed to carry forward any remaining comments for inclusion under that Agenda item. (See Section 8 of this Report for conclusion).
Decision OP17/6:
Modifications to the 3GPP Partnership Project Agreement (contained in Annex B of 3GPP/OP#17(07)4) approved [3GPP/OP#17(07)4 Recommendation 5].
Recommendation 6:
The Group recommends that the OPs encourage their members to contribute to the common set of Technical Specifications and Technical Reports for “common IMS” within 3GPP and to avoid duplication of work.

This recommendation was approved without amendment.  However, it was noted that concerted and proactive action would be required in order to ensure the overall success of the development of “Common IMS” within 3GPP.  Moreover, if permanent resources are to be employed by 3GPP for marketing and promotional purposes, then this element should be clearly included within that task.
Decision OP17/7:
The OPs agreed to encourage their members to contribute to the common set of Technical Specifications and Technical Reports for “common IMS” within 3GPP and to avoid duplication of work. [3GPP/OP#17(07)4 Recommendation 6].
Recommendation 7:
The Group should be requested to conduct a review 6 months after the expanded 3GPP scope has been put into effect, in order to check whether the change has been effective, and to make any corrective proposals to a subsequent PCG/OP meeting.

This recommendation was approved without amendment.  
Decision OP17/8:
The OPs agreed requested the 3GPP IMS Ad Hoc Group to conduct a review 6 months after the expanded 3GPP scope has been put into effect, in order to check whether the change has been effective, and to make any corrective proposals to a subsequent PCG/OP meeting. [3GPP/OP#17(07)4 Recommendation 7].
Action OP17/5:
3GPP IMS Ad Hoc Group to conduct a review 6 months after the expanded 3GPP scope has been put into effect, in order to check whether the change has been effective, and to make any corrective proposals to a subsequent PCG/OP meeting. [3GPP/OP#17(07)4 Recommendation 7].

Mr. Yasuo Maruyama (FFG Chairman) presented an activity report from the 3GPP Funding and Finance Group [3GPP/OP#17(07)04].  The report led to three recommendations which were addressed in sections 7.2 and 7.3 below.

Summary of 2006 Income and Expenditure and surplus to be returned to the Partners
Mr. Maruyama presented a detailed explanation of the income and expenditure of 3GPP for 2006 [3GPP/OP#17(07)10]. The Partners accepted documents 3GPP/OP#17(07)10 and 11 as a true and faithful record of the year 2006 financial transactions and the calculation of the year end surplus.
Decision OP17/9:
Documents 3GPP/OP#17(07)10&11 accepted as a true and faithful record of the year 2006 financial transactions.
The Funding and Finance Group had been requested to consider whether the 2006 surplus could be carried forward to 2007, rather than being returned to the Partners in the usual manner.  The reason for this request was that additional support requirements had been received from the TSGs in respect of LTE/SAE, that consideration was being given to the funding of a marketing and promotional activity, and that there may be additional support requirements for Common IMS activities.  The established 2007 budget would be unable to cope with these additional demands.  On the recommendation of the Funding and Finance Group, the Partners agreed to carry forward the 2006 surplus on this occasion.
Decision OP17/10:
2006 surplus (349 kEUR) carried forward to 2007 to enable the funding of additional support requirements and marketing/promotional activities.
7.3
2007 Budget and Partner Commitments 

The Budget for 2007 had already been previously approved by the Partners during OP#16.  The Funding and Finance Group had taken that approved budget and calculated the payments which would need to be made by each Partner for it to be realised [3GPP/OP#17(07)12].  The Partners approved that schedule of payments to be made by each Partner.

Decision OP17/11:
The Partners approved the payments required for the 2007 budget as given in 3GPP/OP#17(07)12, which had been calculated in accordance with the budget set by OP#16.
8
3GPP Partnership Issues

Mr Blust (ATIS) presented a proposal for modification of the 3GPP Partnership Agreement to take into account the further evolution of the 3GPP system [3GPP/OP#17(07)13].  After a short discussion, full support was expressed for the principle of the proposed modification but some Partners felt that further debate was needed to mature the text before it was ready for signature by the Partners.  It was therefore decided to establish an Ad Hoc Group, under the Convenorship of Dr Chin (TTA) to prepare text that would be suitable for approval by the Partners.  Terms of Reference were drafted and approved for this work together with an associated schedule for the completion of the task [3GPP/OP#17(07)16r1].  
Decision OP17/12:
Ad Hoc Group created under the Convenorship of Dr Chin (TTA), to prepare modifications to the 3GPP Partnership.
Action OP17/6:
Dr Chin to convene the Ad Hoc Group to prepare proposed modifications to the 3GPP Partnership Project Agreement in accordance the Terms of Reference contained in [3GPP/OP#17(07)16r1].
It was noted that ATIS had made a proposal for modification of the Partnership Project Agreement in the context of Common IMS (under Agenda item 5.1) and that this matter had been deferred.  It was confirmed that this matter had been included within the work of Ad Hoc Group created above.
A Workshop had been held on 17 April during which Indian industry had expressed their strong wish to participate in 3GPP activities.  The Secretary reported that he had held preliminary discussions with representatives from India and that he had accepted the request to present them with a more complete update of the work of 3GPP and the manner in which participation would be possible.

Correspondence
The Secretary presented correspondence that had been received from 3GPP2 in which copyright release of 3GPP Release 7 specifications was requested.  It was noted that this was an identical request made in respect of 3GPP Release 5 and 6 which served to harmonise the core networks of these two evolution paths.  A boilerplate letter of reply had also been drafted for use by the Partners [3GPP/OP#17(07)15].  The Partners approved the principle of copyright release and agreed to grant the requisite authority.
Decision OP17/13:
Copyright release of 3GPP Release 7 specifications to be granted to 3GPP2 Partners [3GPP/OP#17(07)15].
Action OP17/7:
3GPP Partners to grant copyright release to 3GPP2 partners using the boilerplate latter provided [3GPP/OP#17(07)15].
