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1	Introduction
There have been several discussions about MHPG issues with our individual members since the last meeting. This document provides TTA's views on meeting planning for 2023 and beyond.

2	Remote access discussion(A-MHPG01b/06)
TTA is view of that it would be good to support remote access for all 3GPP meeting until this year for delegates who have difficulties attending f2f meeting. 

3	Collocation between CT WGs and SA WGs(A-MHPG02/01)
Given the hosts of the May and October 2024 WGs meeting were already agreed by Asian OPs and endorsed by MHPG, the current meeting planning for 2024 should be kept. For the meetings in 2025 and beyond, collocation between CT WGs and SA WGs is preferred on a best effort basis, for the delegates who have to participate both CT WGs and SA WGs.

4	3GPP meeting calendar blueprint
Desired number of F2F and E-meetings post Covid:
TTA tends to agree with the number of f2f meeting proposed by the Convenor. TTA believes that 3 TSG meetings and 4 or 5 Working Group meetings per year are reasonable solution considering balance between travel costs/environment impact and 3GPP meeting progress. Regarding the discussion on which meetings should be f2f, some flexibility is needed to accommodate the requirements of 3GPP release timeline, workloads and progress. Therefore, TTA proposes MHPG to decide which meeting should be f2f on a yearly basis, noting that the meeting calendar and the location shall be fixed 18 months in advance.
Blueprint for potential ad-hoc meetings:
For additional meetings other than ordinary meetings, electronic meetings are encouraged in principle. Given an ad hoc meeting is usually called to discuss particular topics and to make progress, f2f is preferred sometimes. Therefore, planning for an-hoc meeting can be decided by MHPG on a case-by-case basis.
