Meeting planning for 2023 and beyond
North American 3GPP Meeting Update (Source: ATIS)

Mr. Iain Sharp (ATIS) presented document [OPmp230058].

A discussion took place concerning the nightly hotel rates, which were deemed high by certain Individual Members (IMs) and exceeded the thresholds set by some of these firms. Mr. Sharp (ATIS) provided clarification, attributing this primarily to the constrained choices available due to the brief interval between the hosting assignment and the meeting dates. Mr. Sharp emphasized the importance of MHPG scheduling meeting hosting well in advance to allow a greater location flexibility and more room rates alternatives.

2024 and 2025 meeting plan - Input to MHPG#8 (Source: Convenor)

Mr. Balazs Bertenyi (MHPG Convenor) presented document [OPmp230059].
Discussion on the Dec 2024 TSG (slide 2):

Mr. Iain Sharp (ATIS) provided clarification that the Organizational Partner ATIS, host of the December 2024 TSGs, has initiated the exploration of meeting options. However, as of now, no definitive decisions have been reached. A final update and decision are anticipated during the upcoming OP-MHPG meeting.

Planning for 2025 (slide 3 and slide 4):

A discussion took place concerning the necessity to first address the topic of mixture between face-to-face and electronic meetings, as mandated by the OPs, before delving into the 2025 planning. Mr. Youngwoo Yun (TTA), Mr. Johannes Achter (ETSI), Mr. Iain Sharp (ATIS), and Mr. Seiji NISHIOKA (ARIB) asked to first discuss and reach a conclusion on the mandate from the Organizational Partner on the mix between face-to-face and electronic meetings before proceeding with the 2025 plan. Mr. Zukang Shen (CCSA) and Mr. Suresh Chitturi (TSDSI) commented that the proposal from the Convenor is a good starting point.
There was also a deliberation on whether the plan put forth by the convenor should encompass ordinary electronic meetings. Various opinions were shared, suggesting that electronic meetings could fall into either the category of ordinary or ad-hoc. Ordinary electronic meetings, as they influence decision-making authority and voting rights, should consequently be included in the 2025 meetings plan. It was decided that the plan should include ordinary electronic meetings as well.

The meeting plan for 2025 was not concluded and discussion will continue in the upcoming MHPG meeting.
Discussion on Remote Access (Slide 5): 

The topic of providing remote access in 2024 and beyond was a subject of discussion. Mr. Suresh Chitturi (TSDSI) and Mr. Zukang Shen (CCSA) voiced their preference to maintain the previous agreement regarding remote access. Mr. Johannes Achter (ETSI) and Mr. Puneet Jain (TSG SA Chair) remarked that regional distinctions should not be made; therefore, the choice should be either remote access for all meetings or none at all.
