Ms Wang (CCSA) presented a contribution concerning the proposed the process to be followed for the submission of LTE-Advanced as a candidate ITU-Advanced technology [3GPP/PCG#22(09)28].

Dr Satoh (ARIB) presented for information a description of the process which had been established in Japan for the submission of IMT-Advanced candidates [3GPP/PCG#22(09)29].

Mr Zelmer (ATIS) presented a contribution proposing that PCG should support using the SRIT (Set of Radio Interface Technologies) structure format in the 3GPP LTE-Advanced submission to ITU-R for IMT-Advanced [3GPP/PCG#22(09)36].  This proposal was agreed as an initial way forward.
Mr Blust (ATIS) presented a number of Views of the SRIT Structure Of 3GPP Submission for IMT-Advanced using Option 1 in Doc PCG #22 (09) 36 [3GPP/PCG#22(09)40].

Mr Nakamura (TTC) reported on the Current Status and The Way forward for ITU-R Submission on LTE-Advance [3GPP/PCG#22(09)41]. 
After some discussion it was agreed that the use of SRIT option 1 (view C) by the TSGs and SRIT option 1 (view A) by the SDOs) as given in [3GPP/PCG#22(09)40] was a good compromise.
Mr. Zelmer (ATIS) presented another contribution concerning the process to be followed [3GPP/PCG#22(09)15].

Dr Weigel (ETSI), presented a very similar proposal which contained some minor differences to the approach proposed by ATIS [3GPP/PCG#22(09)25].

The discussion continued and resulted in a revised document consolidating the discussion and agreed way-forward [3GPP/PCG#22(09)42].  This was subsequently, re-discussed and finally approved as version [3GPP/PCG#22(09)42 rev.2].

Dr Weigel (ETSI) presented a Communications Plan which contained an update on the marketing and communications activities for 2008/9 that had been prepared by the 3GPP Communications Officer [3GPP/PCG#22(09)13].
Mr Jeffries (ATIS) presented a proposal that a Marcomms Activity Review Group (MARG) be established to oversee the marketing and communications work within 3GPP [3GPP/PCG#22(09)14].  
After discussion it was agreed that MCC should create a marketing email list rather than creating a formal sub-group.  This list will comprise one representative from each Partner with the intention of providing support to the 3GPP Marketing Officer (Kevin Flynn). Dr Chatterjee (Working Procedures Group Chairman) presented proposed changes to the 3GPP Working Procedures to implement the results of the analysis by the OP ad hoc group on 3GPP improvements [3GPP/PCG#22(09)18].
Mr. Achard requested a change to clause 22.1 to reflect the fact that elections in TSG GERAN do not take place in March. He proposed to modify the text to say that "Regular TSG elections shall be held every two years in the first semester of odd numbered years".  It was agreed that this comment should be taken into consideration by the Working Procedures Group prior to publication of the new procedures.  

Decision PCG22/7:
Proposed changes to the 3GPP Working Procedures to implement the results of the analysis by the OP ad hoc group on 3GPP improvements, approved [3GPP/PCG#22(09)18]. Mr Achard was concerned that the new text of clause F.Y.1 was too strict, as sometimes a delegate simply forgets to register to a meeting on the 3GPP Web site, but then comes to the meeting, adds and ticks his name in the attendance list. In this case the meeting secretary should consider that the delegate has attended in order to establish the voting rights. The text should be amended to allow for this case (of course the intention is NOT to encourage delegates not to register properly to meetings on the 3GPP Web site, but simply to give some flexibility to correct for omissions that may always occur even for the most careful of delegates).  It was agreed that this comment should be taken into consideration by the Working Procedures Group prior to publication of the new procedures.

Decision PCG22/8:
Proposed changes to the 3GPP Working Procedures to clarify the rules for eligibility to cast votes within TSGs and their WGs, approved [3GPP/PCG#22(09)19]. The comment from Mr Achard is to be taken into consideration by the Working Procedures Group prior to publication of the new procedures.
Dr Chatterjee (Working Procedures Group Chairman) presented proposed changes to the 3GPP Working Procedures to align the 3GPP Purpose with that contained in the 3GPP Agreement [3GPP/PCG#22(09)20].

Mr Gentile (ETSI) presented observations on tools and their usage for electronic working in the 3GPP Technical Specifications work [3GPP/PCG#22(09)26].  After some discussion, these observations were noted.  It was generally agreed that the use of such tools should be left to the discretion of the TSG leaders in collaboration with their MCC support staff.
Mr Hayes, on behalf of the TSG Chairmen, presented proposed changes to the 3GPP Working Procedures concerning the ITU liaison process [3GPP/PCG#22(09)30r1].
Mr. Achard noted that these changes supersede those previously agreed under document [3GPP/PCG#22(09)18] and therefore repeated his previous comments that to modify the text to say that "Regular TSG elections shall be held every two years in the first semester of odd numbered years".  It was agreed that this comment should be taken into consideration by the Working Procedures Group prior to publication of the new procedures.

The text proposed by TSG SA was not endorsed and the SA Chairman was requested to respond to BBF indicating the PCG preference for a document that just indicates a desire to cooperate and that the rules of the organization hosting the meeting apply at that meeting. Normal participation and document accessibility rules will apply.  With this approach there is no need for any legal documents to be signed, because neither group is stretching its regular rules.
