Background
On behalf of all of the 3GPP OPs, ATIS recently submitted Form “A” of ADV-24, Notification of intention to provide a Global Core Specification or Directly Incorporated Specification for a new radio interface for Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC], to the ITU-R Counsellor informing of the intent of the 3GPP OPs to be the Global Core Specification (GCS) proponent.
In addition, it is necessary to submit Certification “B”, Provision of a Global Core Specification or Directly Incorporated Specification for Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT.RSPEC] and Certification of Consistency of the GCS or DIS with the technology submission, to the ITU-R Counsellor prior to 23 March 2011.  
This document (Certification B) cannot be submitted to the ITU-R Counsellor until the overview material and list of titles with their synopses of the GCS is completed, which is typically done by 3GPP SA, but must also be submitted by 23 March 2011.

Proposal
In Certification “B”, there is a need to “(INSERT SOURCE OF SUBMISSION. e.g., submitter and relevant document numbers)”.  ATIS proposes to identify the “source of the submission” to be all six 3GPP OPs.  In addition, the “relevant document numbers” would be the WP5D document number of the overview material and list of titles with their synopses of the GCS that is required to be submitted.  This WP5D contribution needs to have previously been submitted prior to being able to update this form, and is analogous to 5D/714 (Annexes 1 and 2) for M.1457.

As was done with Form “A”, ATIS proposes that each responsible 3GPP OP representative sign and date the respective page of Certification “B”.

After receipt of all of the aforementioned information, ATIS is willing to submit Certification “B” on behalf of the 3GPP OPs to the ITU-R.
Subsequently, the GCS (potentially a DVD containing the specifications) must be submitted to the ITU-R Counsellor by 23 March 2011.
