Opening of Meeting and Chairman’s Remarks

Ms Wang Zhiqin (Chairman) opened the meeting and welcomed the delegates to London.  An opening address was received from Mr Christian Toche (Huawei). Thanks were expressed to Huawei for hosting this meeting and networking event.

Approval of Agenda

The draft Agenda for the meeting was discussed and approved.  The approved Agenda is given at Annex A [3GPP/PCG#37(16)01].
The Chairman read the following Antitrust and Competition Law compliance statement to the meeting:

“I draw your attention to the fact that 3GPP activities are subject to all applicable antitrust and competition laws and that compliance with said laws is therefore required of any participant of this PCG meeting including the Chairman and Vice Chairmen. In case of question I recommend that you contact your legal counsel.

The leadership shall conduct the present meeting with impartiality and in the interests of 3GPP.”

Approval of Report of PCG#36
The draft report of PCG#36 was presented and approved without amendment [3GPP/PCG#37(16)19].

3.1
Review of Actions

The status of the actions arising from previous meetings was reviewed [3GPP/PCG#37(16)03].  The following updates were noted:

A-PCG36/1: TSG SA Chairman to urge SA3 LI to seek volunteers within their community to undertake their secretarial work for the future [3GPP/PCG#36(16)13].
The TSG SA Chairman reported that SA3 LI had not yet managed to find a volunteer to act as Secretary.  They would continue their search and report their findings to the next PCG.  The action remains ongoing.
A-PCG36/3: TSG Chairmen to endeavour to provide an accurate assessment of the number of meetings that their respective working groups anticipate holding in 2017 so that appropriate budgets may be established [3GPP/PCG#36(16)18].
The TSG Chairmen had already provided MCC with best estimates of the number of working group meetings that were expected to be held in 2017.  They undertook to provide updates as and when their plans change.  As this was a continuous task the action was considered as discharged.
A-PCG36/5: TSG Chairmen to keep the PCG fully informed on the status of the workload within their respective committees and the actions they are taking to cope with it.
The TSG RAN and SA Chairmen reported an increasing workload as a result of 5G activities now having started.  The TSG CT Chairman reported that no increase had yet been experienced but that was likely to happen once SA1 and SA2 had completed their work. The action was considered as discharged.

4.1
TSG CT
Mr Nigel Berry (TSG CT Vice Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG CT [3GPP/PCG#37(16)04].  There were no matters arising from this report.
4.2
TSG RAN
Mr Flore (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG RAN [3GPP/PCG#37(16)33].  The report also included details of the final meeting of TSG GERAN whose work had now moved into TSG RAN.
Mr Holley (ETSI) thanked the TSG RAN Chairman for introducing the practise of producing an Executive Summary after each TSG meeting.  He requested other TSG Chairmen to consider following this good example.

Action PCG37/01: TSG SA and TSG CT Chairmen to consider producing Executive Summaries of their meetings in a manner similar to that done by TSG RAN.
TSG RAN had requested that 754 kEUR of funding be allocated to Task Force 160 (TTCN development) so that their work could continue in 2017.  This request was endorsed by the PCG for consideration by the Organizational Partners for inclusion within the 2017 budget.

Decision PCG37/02:
Funding request for the continuation of Task Force 160 in 2017 (754 kEUR) endorsed by the PCG [3GPP/PCG#37(16)33].
TSG RAN had completed their work in specifying Vehicle to Vehicle (V2V) communications and had informed external organizations of this completion.  They had also requested 3GPP PCG to inform ITUR-5A and 5D of this completion.  A communication had been prepared for this purpose which was approved by the PCG [3GPP/PCG#37(16)39].
Decision PCG37/03:
Communication concerning the completion of 3GPP V2V specifications approved for onward transmission to ITU-R WP5A and 5D [3GPP/PCG#37(16)39].
Action PCG37/02: Secretary to send communication concerning the completion of 3GPP V2V specifications to ITU-R WP5A and 5D [3GPP/PCG#37(16)39].
TSG RAN and SA had received a Liaison Statement from the IEEE 802.11 Chairman in which closer co-operation between the two parties was proposed [3GPP/PCG#37(16)20].  Similar correspondence from the IEEE 802 Chairman had been sent directly to the PCG Chairman [3GPP/PCG#37(16)32].  The TSG RAN Chairman reported that effective cooperation had already been demonstrated between 3GPP and IEEE in the development of Licensed Assisted Access (LAA) specifications, and based on that good experience it was not clear what additional cooperation means were required.  Existing methods had permitted the exchange of draft specifications and the possibility to comment on them before approval within the respective bodies.  Moreover, 3GPP had planned to submit a complete 5G system description which would satisfy all IMT 2020 use cases and requirements, and while close interworking with 802 based technologies would be an integral part of the system description this could be achieved by following existing cooperation methods.  Based on this discussion a reply to this correspondence was formulated and approved by the PCG.
Decision PCG37/04:
Reply to the communication received from the IEEE 802 Chairman agreed [3GPP/PCG#37(16)40].
Action PCG37/03: PCG Chairman to reply to the correspondence received from the IEEE 802 Chairman concerning collaboration between the two parties (with the TSG RAN and SA Chairmen in cc) [3GPP/PCG#37(16)40].

GERAN
Matters under this Agenda item were included within the report given by the TSG RAN Chairman (section 4.2 above).
4.4
TSG SA
Mr Guttman (TSG SA Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG SA [3GPP/PCG#37(16)07].  
The PCG had been copied in a Liaison Statement sent from TSG SA to the OMA Board concerning copyright release of OMA CPM specifications [3GPP/PCG#37(16)18].  The TSG SA Chairman was advised to proceed following the established methods used previously with OMA and to contact the PCG Secretary if any difficulties are encountered.  It was noted that the copyright release was also on the upcoming OMA Board meeting agenda.

3GPP Progress and Status of Activities
The Secretary presented a summary of the Features and Studies which are contained within those 3GPP Releases under preparation [3GPP/PCG#37(16)23].

Approval of 3GPP Work Programme

The Secretary presented a list of the new Features which were proposed for inclusion in the 3GPP Work Programme and those which were proposed for deletion [3GPP/PCG#37(16)24].  
The Work Programme changes were approved.

3GPP Support

7.1
Report of MCC Activities

The Secretary presented a report on the activities of MCC [3GPP/PCG#37(16)28].  
It was noted that MCC was coping with the existing workload but that if that workload continues to increase significantly in 2017 it will be necessary to reconsider the required level of resources.
The TSG SA Chairman commented on the training that had been provided to the 3GPP leadership, noting that further work may be required to better document decision making processes within 3GPP. 
7.2
Marketing and Communications
Mr Flynn (Marcomms Officer), presented a report of the marketing and communications activities that had taken place since the last meeting and the outlook for activities expected to take place during the rest of the year [3GPP/PCG#37(16)34].  There were no matters arising from this report. 
Mr Flynn reported on the PCG#36 decision concerning the use of an external agency to assist in defining a name to be given to the 5G system that was currently being specified by 3GPP.  An Agency had been engaged, a revised timeline set and a steering group established to oversee the task [3GPP/PCG#37(16)10].  Resulting from this exercise, the Agency had produced a shortlist of three candidate names [3GPP/PCG#37(16)21]:
5G

VEGA

FWD

After considering the benefits and drawbacks of each candidate name, it was decided to select the name “5G”.  Concerning its use, the PCG decided that the 3GPP system will be known by the name “5G” from Release 15 onwards  This meant that all Rel 15 (and onwards) TSs and TRs will bear the 5G name on the their front covers.  This is on the understanding that 5G is a system that comprises the new radio (NR) currently under development, an evolution of existing radio (LTE and its derivatives), a new core network (NextGen) currently under development, and an evolution of the existing core network (EPC).  The system could not be decomposed into 5G and non-5G components since the entire system will be required to deliver the full range of diverse 5G services.

Decision PCG37/06:
The system currently being developed within 3GPP to be known by the name “5G” from Release 15 onwards [3GPP/PCG#37(16)21].
Action PCG37/04: MCC to ensure that all Release 15 (and onwards) TSs and TRs bear the name “5G” on their front covers [3GPP/PCG#37(16)21].
The PCG also discussed the need for a logo which could be used to identify the 5G system.  The 3GPP Marcomms Officer was requested to propose a method for creating such a logo and to circulate that proposal to the 3GPP Heads of Delegation for their approval following this meeting. In addition, it was requested and agreed that during the creation of the logo, the 3GPP Marcomms Officer would provide at least two options to the Heads of Delegation for their consideration.
Action PCG37/05: 3GPP Marcomms Officer to propose a method for creating a 5G logo and to circulate that proposal to the 3GPP Heads of Delegation.
8
Working Procedures and Working Methods

Mr Hayes (Working Procedures Ad Hoc Group Chairman) presented proposed changes to the Working Procedures, making mandatory the antitrust compliance training for 3GPP elected officials. The proposed changes, that had been requested by PCG#36, were approved [3GPP/PCG#37(16)14].  
Decision PCG37/07:
Changes to the Working Procedures, making mandatory the antitrust training for 3GPP elected officials, approved [3GPP/PCG#37(16)14].
Action PCG37/06: MCC to implement the changes to the Working Procedures concerning antitrust compliance training [3GPP/PCG#37(16)14].

Decision PCG37/09:
Draft LTI on Technical and operational characteristics of digital land mobile communication systems for specific applications approved by PCG [3GPP/PCG#37(16)17].
Dr Khatibi (ATIS) had noted that there were some inconsistencies in the transposition performed by the Organizational Partners with respect to the routine updates provided to ITU-R, proposing that MCC may be able to assist in improving consistency [3GPP/PCG#37(16)26].  It was agreed that MCC would provide the URL of the agreed set of specifications to transpose to all of the Organizational Partners and Dr Khatibi will contact MCC directly (Mr Meredith) to discuss the improvements that could be made.
Action PCG37/07: MCC to provide URL of agreed set of specifications to transpose to OPs. Dr Khatibi to contact Mr Meredith (MCC) to discuss potential improvements in the SDO transposition of 3GPP results [3GPP/PCG#37(16)14].

The TSG SA Chairman confirmed that critical communications was one of the use cases within the 5G package of work and that it was certainly the intention for this functionality to evolve from 4G to 5G and beyond.

GSA

Mr Hadden (GSA), presented an update of the activities of GSA [3GPP/PCG#37(16)38].  

UMTS Forum

Mr Bienaimé (UMTS Forum), presented a report of the UMTS Forum activities [3GPP/PCG#37(16)41].  Also noted was that this would be the last presentation of the UMTS Forum since their intention was to close at the year end.  A vote of thanks was expressed to the Forum, as the very first MRP within 3GPP, for their active participation since 1999.

External Relations and Liaisons
Correspondence had been received from the IEEE 802 Chairman but this had already been dealt with under Agenda item 4.2 [3GPP/PCG#37(16)32].

Any Other Business

Mr Kamimura (ARIB) informed the PCG that the XGP Forum had the intention to produce an LTE TDD variant for use in a cordless telephone environment [3GPP/PCG#37(16)22].  This would be achieved by referencing 3GPP material rather than incorporation of text and hence no copyright issue was expected to arise.
Mr Zelmer (ATIS) presented concerns on the planned duration of ad hoc meetings, where some had been scheduled for three days which had been insufficient to cover the subject fully [3GPP/PCG#37(16)27].  This was accompanied by the proposal that large Ad Hoc meetings should normally be scheduled for 5 days duration in order to maximise the benefit of international travel and workload.  It was noted that the duration of meetings was the prerogative of the relevant Chairmen to whom such concerns should be addressed and the TSG leaders were encouraged to continue to monitor the needs of the various groups.
