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1 Background
At PCG36, it was decided to provide MCC support until the end of 2017 and to revisit the decision at PCG38. The SA chairman agreed to request additional volunteer support from the community for SA3 LI. Though the request was made, no volunteers came forward. 
This request formally proposes that PCG agree to provide MCC support to SA3 LI on an ongoing basis.
2 MCC Support Request Motivation
The motivation for MCC support for SA3LI was expressed in PCG36(16)13 and is reproduced here:
Since R99, SA3-LI has been supported by an LEA delegates who have fulfilled the role of meeting secretary and otherwise supported the running of the group in much the same way as MCC supports SA3. This has effectively subsidised the running costs of SA3-LI and allowed the group to operate with minimal load on MCC resources. As of SA3-LI#60 (Jan 2016), the current meeting secretary has retired. SA3-LI is unable to directly replace the retiring delegate. 
Lacking MCC support, SA3-LI will operate at reduced efficiency which will impact completion of 3GPP features, e.g. S8HR. SA3-LI will also be unable to produce a formal report.
In recent releases, SA3-LI has had expanded interaction with other groups in 3GPP - e.g. for Proximity Services, ePDG Selection Enhancements and S8 Home-Routed Roaming (SA2-led features). LI has agreed to requirements that other working groups must consider and fulfil, in some cases deferring completion of the feature. In addition, requirements have arisen for location reporting as part of intercept. This indicates the growing complexity of and regulatory focus on legal intercept capabilities. The length of meetings will increase from 3 days to 3.5 days due to the increased work load.
At PCG 36, the SA Chairman was tasked to seek volunteer support for SA3LI secretarial support:
Action PCG36/1: TSG SA Chairman to urge SA3 LI to seek volunteers within their community to undertake their secretarial work for the future [3GPP/PCG#36(16)13].

Volunteers were sought in SA and SA3LI. Unfortunately no volunteer emerged.


3 Support Requirements
The support that MCC has provided SA3-LI exactly meets the requirements:  In-meeting support and all normal pre- and post-meeting administration in the same way as MCC provides support for other working groups. 
Since SA3-LI#62, MCC have been providing support to SA3-LI. For some time prior to SA3-LI#62, there was no dedicated support. MCC could only provide some pre- and post-meeting support on a best-effort basis, frequently unavailable especially when SA3-LI dates overlapped with SA3 or SA5 and when SA3-LI was in a different time zone than ETSI. During the period in which SA3-LI had no support, further challenges arose that MCC support now overcomes: interaction with 3GU  proved inefficient during meetings, lack of a local file server and consequent reliance on hotel internet connectivity posed challenges to meeting productivity.
SA3-LI, an independently operating permanent sub-working group of SA3, usually meets 4 times a year, typically twice in Europe (1 at ETSI) and twice in USA. SA3-LI does occasionally meet in Asia but this is not a regular location due to delegate makeup of the group.

Proposal
It is proposed that PCG agree to and arrange for MCC support for SA3-LI on an ongoing basis.
