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Discussion
During the PCG37 (October 2016) meeting, ATIS submitted contribution PCG#37(16)26 entitled, Consistency in OP Transpositions. In that contribution, ATIS highlighted the need for consistency across the Organizational Partners (OPs) in their transpositions of the 3GPP Releases (converting existing 3GPP specs into respective OP deliverables containing edits to reflect respective copyrights, etc.) to ensure uniformity of references in the various ITU-R deliverables (e.g., M.1457, M.2012).  In addition, it was recommended that clarity on the transposition process be provided, including where to obtain the 3GPP-endorsed list of specifications to be transposed, and to identify any recommendations to attain OP efficiencies in the transposition process.
As a result of the discussion, the following Action Item was issued:
Action PCG37/07: MCC to provide URL of agreed set of specifications to transpose to OPs. Dr Khatibi to contact Mr Meredith (MCC) to discuss potential improvements in the SDO transposition of 3GPP results [3GPP/PCG#37(16)14].

The purpose of this contribution is to detail the steps necessary to transpose 3GPP specifications, and provide the relevant references to the ITU, in a consistent manner by all OPs. In addition, the contribution is intended to assist in increasing efficiencies for the OPs, since the transposition process is one that could be automated by the MCC for all OPs.
Proposal
ATIS recommends that the contribution be accepted as the transposition process going forward.  This will help aid and ensure a common execution of the established processes, as well as ensure an identical and consistent set of 3GPP specifications are transposed by the OPs.
The document should be considered a living document that is updated and approved, as necessary, and should be posted in a permanent ‘reference library’ so that it can be readily obtained and maintained.
