Opening of Meeting and Chairman’s Remarks

Ms Susan Miller (PCG Chairman) being unavoidably absent, Ms Wang Zhiqin (PCG Vice-Chairman) accepted to chair this PCG meeting.

Thanks were expressed to CCSA for hosting the meeting and to Huawei for hosting the associated networking event.
A welcome address was given by Mr Yang Zemin (CCSA Secretary-General).

Approval of Agenda

The draft Agenda for the meeting was discussed and approved.  The approved Agenda is given at Annex A [3GPP/PCG#40(18)01].
The Chairman read the following Antitrust and Competition Law compliance statement to the meeting:

“I draw your attention to the fact that 3GPP activities are subject to all applicable antitrust and competition laws and that compliance with said laws is therefore required of any participant of this PCG meeting including the Chairman and Vice Chairmen. In case of question I recommend that you contact your legal counsel.

The leadership shall conduct the present meeting with impartiality and in the interests of 3GPP.”

Approval of Report of PCG#39
The draft report of PCG#39 was presented and approved without further amendment [3GPP/PCG#40(18)02].

3.1
Review of Actions

The status of the actions arising from previous meetings was reviewed [3GPP/PCG#40(18)03].  The following updates were noted:

A-PCG39/1 Organizational Partners and TSG Chairmen to consider what working method improvements could be made within the project in anticipation of further growth within the project [3GPP/PCG#39(17)08].
Mr Guttman (TSG SA Chairman) reported that progress had been made in trying to improve the priority setting within 3GPP so that the priorities set by TSG SA and TSG RAN are better aligned per Release.  This is essential to ensure that TSG SA does not start work which TSG RAN is not able to complete in the given timeframe.  A further update will be provided for PCG#41.
A-PCG39/02 TSG Chairmen to consider what measures could be taken to limit the number of physical meetings being held and to ensure that sufficient forward planning of those meetings is in place [3GPP/PCG#39(17)08].
Mr Guttman (TSG SA Chairman) reported that TSG SA had agreed to limit the Working Groups to six ordinary meetings per year (with adhoc and bis meetings being convened if required) , but only after Release 16 completion.  In a similar manner Mr Mayer (TSG CT Chairman) reported that TSG CT had also set the target of 6 ordinary meetings per year but that this should not be the basis for financial planning since there was no guarantee that 8 meetings per year would not be required to complete the work on schedule.  A further update will be provided for PCG#41.

A-PCG39/03 TSG RAN Chairman, assisted by Dr Khatibi (ATIS) and Mr Blust (ITU-R) to consider what could be done to dramatically simplify the way in which 3GPP and the ITU work together [3GPP/PCG#39(17)17].
It was noted that this action was underway and a progress report would be presented at PCG#41.
A-PCG39/04 IT Ad Hoc Group, under the convenorship of Mr Hayes (ATIS), to gather and consolidate requirements for improvements to be made to the 3GPP Portal and associated tools, and to present those requirements to the PCG.
It was noted that this action was underway, an interim report had been provided (see section 8 below) and that a final report would be presented at PCG#41.
In summary, all actions from PCG#39 remained ongoing.
4
Management Reports from TSGs

4.1
TSG CT
Mr Georg Mayer (TSG CT Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG CT [3GPP/PCG#40(18)04].  
There were no matters arising from this report.
4.2
TSG RAN
Mr Xiadong Xu (TSG RAN Vice-Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG RAN [3GPP/PCG#40(18)05].  
It was noted that the list of Release 16 items being pursued by email correspondence under the guidance of a “moderator” was incomplete (Slide 21).  It was expected that a more complete list would be provided for PCG#41.  It was also noted that the comments made with respect to the role of “Rapporteur” were misleading since rapporteurs did indeed undertake considerable work and assume considerable responsibility (Slide 20).  It was agreed that a better definition of the role “rapporteur” as used with TSG RAN, and the process used to appoint them, should be properly documented.
Action PCG40/01:
TSG RAN to document the role of “rapporteur” and the process by which they are appointed [3GPP/PCG#40(18)05 slide 20].
Also noted was the reference to “true market needs” which raised the question as to whether those were the needs expressed by SA1, by RAN or elsewhere (slide 20)?  Mr Guttman (TSG SA Chairman) confirmed that, ideally, this would be a joint RAN/SA decision but that, to date, the priorities had been set by RAN.  It was also noted that the primary role of Market Representation Partners (MRPs) was to provide that input on market needs.  This input would become even more important as new industry sectors engage with 3GPP.
Mr Romero (ETSI) questioned whether the guidance given by the PCG to the TSGs in respect of maximum meeting hours was being followed or not?  It was noted that some progress had been made in this respect within RAN1 where less “official” offline discussions were now being held.  However, the peak workload was now moving to RAN2 where similar problems may be encountered.
Mr Romero (ETSI) also questioned the terminology that had been adopted to describe the completion of Releases, now that the expression “early drop” and “late drop” had been introduced.  Moreover, how this could be compatible with the statement that the Release 15 timeline had not changed.  Mr Guttman (TSG SA Chairman) added that the three-part delivery of Release 15, while needed to overcome operator priorities, would indeed be difficult to comprehend outside of the project.  Moreover, since each “drop” was intended to be deployable this added considerable constraint on future work.  In conclusion, the Chairman noted that Release 15 was a special case that had been impacted by external factors, but that for future Releases the “multiple drop” approach should be avoided.
4.3
TSG SA
Mr Guttman (TSG SA Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG SA [3GPP/PCG#40(18)06].  
It was noted that there was an omission on the leadership slide (slide 3) as Mr Greg Schumacher (Sprint Corporation) had recently been appointed as SA1 Vice-Chairman.

Mr Romero (ETSI) questioned the SA Release timeline chart since it made no reference to the “late drop” discussed earlier in the meeting (slide 5).  Mr Guttman confirmed that the Release 15 “early drop” had been planned well in advance and had thus been well coordinated.  For Release 15 “late drop” however, this had been decided by TSG RAN without TSG SA consultation and so the SA impact had not yet been assessed.

In conclusion, the Chairman reiterated the need for 5G Releases to be well coordinated across the project and that this was clearly the responsibility of TSG SA.
5
3GPP Progress and Status of Activities
The Secretary presented a summary of the Features and Studies which are contained within those 3GPP Releases under preparation [3GPP/PCG#40(18)19].  The summary was noted.
6
Approval of 3GPP Work Programme

The Secretary presented a list of the new Features which were proposed for inclusion in the 3GPP Work Programme and those which were proposed for deletion since PCG#39 [3GPP/PCG#40(18)20].  
The Work Programme changes were approved.
Decision PCG40/02:

7
3GPP Support

7.1
Report of MCC Activities

The Secretary presented a report on the activities of MCC [3GPP/PCG#40(18)13].  
Mr Guttman (TSG SA Chairman) commented that, while counting the number of Change Requests processed by 3GPP was a measure or MCC workload, it did not reflect the output of 3GPP as a whole and that care should be taken when interpreting these statistics.

The need to “onboard” newcomers to 3GPP was also discussed, particularly with respect to representatives of industry sectors.  It was generally felt that more informal tuition would be useful, in particular to explain methodology, terminology and workflow within 3GPP.

Mr Guttman (TSG SA Chairman) also raised concerns about the growing number of parallel sessions being held within 3GPP where MCC personnel were not able to be present to ensure compliance with anti-trust and anti-competition law.  In particular, the need to carefully record the reasons why proposals had been accepted or rejected needed to be carefully recorded.  In conclusion, Mr Guttman was requested to document his concerns and proposal minimum reporting recommendations which could be considered by PCG#41.
Action PCG40/02:
Mr Guttman (TSG SA Chairman) to document his concerns regarding the need to comply with ant-trust/competition law and to accurately report proceedings, where parallel sessions are held within 3GPP. 
7.2
Marketing and Communications
The Secretary, on behalf of Mr Flynn (Marcomms Officer), presented a report of the marketing and communications activities that had taken place since the last meeting and the outlook for activities expected to take place during the rest of the year [3GPP/PCG#40(18)14].  There were no matters arising from this report.

Working Procedures and Working Methods

Mr Guttman, on behalf of Mr Hayes (IT Improvements Convener), presented an interim report of the actions taken in response to Action PCG39_04 (improvements to 3GPP tools) [3GPP/PCG#40(18)26].  A final report was expected for PCG#41.

OPs and MRPs were therefore requested to be prepared to confirm their acceptance of this proposal at PCG#41.

Any Other Business

The Chairman presented an update on the progress being made towards 5G deployment in China [3GPP/PCG#40(18)21].  This update was noted. 
Mr Zelmer (ATIS) presented the proposal that, for future PCG and OP meetings, remote access should be provided in conjunction with the face-to-face meeting [3GPP/PCG#40(18)30].  A discussion ensued during which the practicalities of such a move were voiced, including the practicalities concerning the host and the chairman.  In addition, questions were raised concerning the rights and obligations of remote participants and the impact on 3GPP Working Procedures noting that the Heads of Delegations have the decision-making authority.  Also raised by the TSG leadership was the possibility of extending such an approach to other 3GPP Groups and not necessarily limiting the approach to the PCG and OP meetings.  In general, there appeared to be good support to move towards remote participation in 3GPP PCG and OP meetings, and possibly the technical 3GPP meetings, but that the framework for such remote access would first need to be documented.  Given the lateness of the submission, and the number of questions that it had raised, it was agreed that discussion should continue on the 3GPP_HODS email list with the aim of reaching conclusions by end June.
Action PCG40/04:
Mr Barclay (ATIS) to launch a discussion on the framework for remote access to 3GPP PCG/OP meetings on the 3GPP_HODS list with the aim of drawing conclusions by end June [3GPP/PCG#40(18)30].
