Review of Actions

The status of the actions arising from PCG#18 were reviewed and the progress made in discharging them discussed [3GPP/PCG#19(07)03].  The following comments arose from this discussion:

Organizational Partners to discuss internally, the manner in which Trade Associations are treated within 3GPP, and to present their findings to PCG#19
Dr Weigel presented a contribution which explained how Trade Associations are treated within ETSI [3GPP/PCG#19(07)17].  Dr Weigel confirmed that in the context of technical contributions, a Trade Association may only represent the views of its membership and that such a contribution will be treated in the same manner as that from any other Individual Member.  
Mr Hayes commented that in the specific case of CableLabs, they were currently being treated as an Individual Member and as such could only present the views of CableLabs.  However, there was sometimes a need for a broader Cable industry view to be obtained and it was agreed that in such cases this could be achieved by treating CableLabs as an external organization.  For this purpose, the PCG agreed to add CableLabs to the list of external organizations with which the TSGs are authorized to liaise.
Decision PCG19/2:
CableLabs added to the list of external organizations with which the TSGs are authorized to liaise [3GPP/PCG#19(07)17].
Action PCG19/1:

The draft analysis, together with a proposed task description, had been submitted to this meeting as [3GPP/PCG#19(07)13].  The action was therefore considered as discharged.

Management Reports from TSGs

4.1
TSG CT
Mr Hietalahti (TSG CT Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG CT [3GPP/PCG#19(07)04].  Among other points mention in the report, it was noted that the transfer of Common IMS responsibilities from ETSI TISPAN to 3GPP was progressing well.
Also presented were revised Terms of Reference for TSG CT which refelect the recent changes that had taken place within the project [3GPP/PCG#19(07)21].  The revised Terms of reference were approved.

Action PCG19/2:

4.2
TSG RAN
Mr Courau (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG RAN [3GPP/PCG#19(07)05].  The report included reference to discussions that had taken place on the need for a single radio interface to be included within Release 8 and the relative priority of this work with the need for handover between LTE and legacy radio systems.  After some discussion, the PCG noted the current understanding that existed between the TSG SA and TSG RAN Chairmen as contained in document [3GPP/PCG#19(07)31].  For convenience only, that text is reproduced below:
Clarification of TSG Agreements
· Single radio handover between 3GPP accesses is prioritized for Rel 8

· Dual radio handover between LTE and non-3GPP accesses is prioritized for Rel 8

· Single radio handover between LTE and non-3GPP accesses is still considered, but has lower priority (probably won’t make Rel 8)

· Considering future implementation of single radio solutions for 3GPP to non 3GPP handover via EPC, it is expected that the TSGs will work together to ensure necessary hooks exist to allow forward compatibility as part of the generic handover framework.
Mr Courau presented revised Terms of Reference for Task 160 (TTCN for 3GPP UEs) which had been editorially updated [3GPP/PCG#19(07)14].  These revised Terms of Reference were approved.
Decision PCG19/4:
Revised Terms of Reference for Task 160 (TTCN for 3GPP UEs) approved [3GPP/PCG#19(07)14].
4.3
GERAN
Mr Achard (TSG GERAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG GERAN [3GPP/PCG#19(07)06].  The report was noted.
4.4
TSG SA
Mr Hayes (TSG SA Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG SA [3GPP/PCG#19(07)07].  It was noted that new terminology had been introduced within the project as given below:

· Enhanced Packet System (EPS) replaces SAE/LTE

· Enhanced Packet Core (EPC) replaces SAE

· E-UTRAN replaces LTE

Mr Bienaimé (UMTS Forum Chairman) expressed the view that a unique brand name for the whole system, e.g. “Global Mobile Broadband” (GMB), should be adopted with less technical and long-term meaning, and closer to the market (see UMTS Forum presentation 3GPP/PCG#19(07)27), Moreover, the introduction of this terminology by TSG SA Chair raised concerns within the PCG since the term “LTE” had already gained wide acceptance within the Industry and was being used freely within the trade press.  A discussion also took place on whether a new marketing term should be sought (e.g., Global Mobile Broadband) but concerns were also raised that any new term should first be thoroughly researched.  In conclusion, the Chairman ruled that the matter be discussed by email correspondence, with the target date of 25 January being set for proposals to be received and the target date of 31 January being set for conclusions to be drawn.

Action PCG19/3:
Secretary to start a discussion on the PCG email list concerning appropriate marketing names for the new technologies being developed within 3GPP.  Proposals for naming (e.g., keep “LTE”, adopt “EPS” or create new name such as “Global Mobile Broadband”) to be received by 25 Jan 2008, and conclusions to be drawn by 31 January 2008.
The report also contained revised Terms of Reference for TSG SA (referenced by web link) which had been updated to reflect recent changes in the project.  The revised terms of reference were approved.
Decision PCG19/5:
Revised Terms of reference for TSG SA approved [3GPP/PCG#19(07)07].
Action PCG19/4:
Secretary to ensure that the revised Terms of reference for TSG SA are correctly reflected on the 3GPP website [3GPP/PCG#19(07)07].
Mr Hayes presented a Progress Report on the establishment of Common IMS and the transfer of activities from external organizations [3GPP/PCG#19(07)16].  The good progress being made was noted.

A discussion took place on the proposed alignment of 3GPP2’s Multimedia Mobile Domain (MMD) with Common IMS, and whether such alignment would have the risk of delaying Release 8.  It was noted that EPS had been assigned the highest priority within Release 8 and as such there was no risk of Common IMS delaying the completion of the Release.

3GPP Progress and Status of Activities

The Secretary presented a document which contained the list of Features to be contained within Release 7 and those expected to be contained within Release 8, together with Gantt charts showing the progress made in completing them [3GPP/PCG#19(07)09r1].
It was noted that preliminary discussions had commenced on IMT-Advanced and that a first Workshop had taken place to exchange views on the IMT-Advanced process.  Mr Courau confirmed that the intention is for E-UTRAN (LTE) to form the basis of submissions to the ITU but further work was required before clear requirements for that submission could be determined.  It was also noted that the Organization Partners, whilst preparing evolved UTRAN proposals in 3GPP, may also consider making additional proposals outside of 3GPP.  It was expected that in such cases the Organizations Partners would exercise the courtesy of keeping each other informed of their plans as they mature.

Approval of 3GPP Work Programme

7.1
Objection raised for Work Item “MBSFN Downlink Optimized Broadcast 3.84Mcps TDD"
The Secretary reported that a formal objection had been received from an Individual Member (IP Wireless) in respect of a proposed new Work Item [3GPP/PCG#19(07)10]..  The full text of the objection had been provided, together with correspondence that had taken place between IP Wireless, the TSG RAN Chairman and the PCG Secretary.  Mr Anderson (IP Wireless) explained the views of IP Wireless and the unusual circumstances that had led them to take this step.
A full exchange of views took place, with each Organizational Partner expressing their opinions on the most appropriate course of action to take.  In conclusion, the PCG agreed the following 3GPP/PCG#19(07)33]:
i)
3GPP rules and procedures should always be followed and applied universally;
ii)
An objection has been raised regarding the process used for the approval of the Downlink Optimized Broadcast Work Item;
iii)
The PCG adopted the 3GPP Work Programme, including the DOB Work Item, and work in RAN should continue, but asks that RAN reconfirm their decision using a formal vote if required. 
Decision PCG19/6:
Work item “MBSFN Downlink Optimized Broadcast 3.84Mcps TDD” adopted within the 3GPP Work Programme.
Action PCG19/5:

During the discussion above, references were made to the suitability of the 3GPP Working Procedures and whether they were sufficient to cope with the complexities of work item approval/adoption and the handling of minority views.  The Working Procedures Group was therefore requested to examine the Working Procedures to see if modifications would be appropriate in light of recent events. 

Action PCG19/6:
Working Procedures Group to examine the 3GPP Working Procedures, to see if modifications would be appropriate for rules concerning the approval/adoption of the Work Programme and the handling of minority views [3GPP/PCG#19(07)33].
7.2
Approval of Work Programme
The Secretary presented a list of the new Features which were proposed for inclusion in the 3GPP Work Programme.  There were no Features which were proposed for deletion [3GPP/PCG#19(07)11].  The PCG approved the Work Programme changes.  It was noted that the Work Item mentioned above (MBSFN Downlink Optimized Broadcast 3.84Mcps TDD) was included within the Work Programme that had been adopted.

Report of MCC Activities

The Secretary presented a report on the activities of MCC [3GPP/PCG#19(07)12].  It was noted during the report that there were a number of departures from MCC and the PCG extended their thanks for the good work they had done.  It was also noted that IT difficulties had been experienced when supporting meetings in excess of 400 delegates.  Consideration had been given to the need for dedicated IT resources to be made available for these meetings but full analysis had not yet been undertaken.  The Secretary agreed to document the requirements, discuss the financial consequences with the Funding and Finance Group and report back to the next meeting.

8.2
New TSG funding requests for specific tasks

A proposal had recently been received from TSG CT for the funding of a specific task in relation to OSA [3GPP/PCG#19(07)22].  The relevant work was currently being performed in a joint TISPAN OSA, PARLAY OSA and 3GPP OSA group but external expertise was required in the use of specialist languages (such as UML).  In discussing the proposal it was noted that the demand had only been formulated recently and that more precision was required in the funding request.  In particular, the management overhead (for the management of contracted experts) did not appear to be included.  Moreover, considering the joint nature of the activity, the copyright and ownership of results needed to be considered together with the possibility for joint funding of the specific task.  The TSG CT Chairman agreed to provide a more thorough proposal and to circulate for further discussion by email.
Action PCG19/8:
TSG CT Chairman to revised the funding request concerning OSA to take account of management overhead, copyright and ownership of results and the possibility of joint funding by interested parties.  The revised request to be further discussed by correspondence [3GPP/PCG#19(07)22].
8.3
Marketing and Communications in 3GPP

The Secretary reported that in response to the action from the last meeting, the requirements analysis and draft Task Description for a marketing and communications function within 3GPP had been circulated by correspondence [3GPP/PCG#19(07)13].  It was noted that the proposal was for this activity to be funded for a one year trial period after which the further continuation would be discussed.  The PCG approved the commencement of this activity.

Matters Arising from ITU

Mr Scholl (ITU) presented a contribution which proposed a closer collaboration between 3GPP and ITU-T [3GPP/PCG#19(07)19].  The matter of IMS was specifically included as an area where 3GPP and ITU could work closer together and the nature in which contributions could pass from one organization to another was discussed.  The first reaction was that input from ITU (sourced from Individual Members) could be treated in the normal manner but that 3GPP contributions being submitted to the ITU required further thought.  Whilst the proposals were positively received, the late arrival of the document prevented conclusions from being drawn and Mr Scholl agreed to resubmit the proposals for consideration at the next meeting.

The PCG noted a Liaison Statement that had been received from the ITU_T on the approval of Recommendation Q.1762/Y.2802 titled “Fixed mobile Convergence General Requirements” [3GPP/PCG#19(07)18].  The Liaison Statement had already been treated by TSGs CT and SA. 
TSGs RAN and SA has debated the documents to be considered for the Revision 8 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 [3GPP/PCG#19(07)23&25].  The PCG approved this update.
