Mr. Hietalahti (TSG CT Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG CT [3GPP/PCG#23(09)07].  
There were no comments arising from this report.

TSG RAN
Mr Nakamura (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG RAN [3GPP/PCG#23(09)05].
TSG RAN had requested that 80 man months of funding be provided in 2010 for the continued development of UE TTCN.  The need for this funding was supported in principle by the PCG (with the matter being referred to the OP meeting where the 2010 budget would be approved).
Decision PCG23/02:
TSG RAN request for 80 man months of funding to be provided in 2010 for the continued development of UE TTCN, supported in principle [3GPP/PCG#23(09)05].

GERAN
Mr Howell (TSG GERAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG GERAN [3GPP/PCG#23(09)06].  
There were no comments arising from this report.

4.4
TSG SA
Mr Hayes (TSG SA Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG SA [3GPP/PCG#22(09)04].
TSG SA had requested that 10kEUR of funding be provided from the 2009 budget as a contribution towards the cost of the external evaluation of new ciphering and encryption algorithms.  This need for this funding was supported in principle by the PCG (with the matter being referred to the OP meeting where budget decisions would be made).

Decision PCG23/03:
TSG SA request for 10kEUR of funding to be provided from the 2009 budget as a contribution towards the cost of the external evaluation of new ciphering and encryption algorithms, supported in principle [3GPP/PCG#23(09)04].
TSG SA had proposed a mechanism for synchronising submissions to ITU-T and ITU-R based on the following principles:

· ITU-T (Q.1741.x) uses same release baseline as ITU-R submission (M.1457.y)

· RAN takes the lead in selecting the baseline version within the release appropriate for ITU-R (M.1457.y)

· Once RAN has firmly selected the release, then TSG SA and TSG CT will use the same baseline for any ITU-T (Q.1741.x) requests.

· If ITU-T requests a submission with a deadline, but RAN has not selected a release, then a LS is sent to ITU-T telling them to wait.

The PCG endorsed the proposed synchronization mechanism.
Decision PCG23/04:
Proposed mechanism for synchronising submissions to ITU-T and ITU-R endorsed [3GPP/PCG#23(09)04 slide 14].
The PCG Chairman recalled the recent need for fast decisions to be made by the PCG in respect of submissions made to ITU-T and ITU-R, questioning whether a mechanism needed to be put in place to ease the decision making process.  Similar consideration may also need to be given for submissions to the IETF.  After some discussion it was agreed that the process would be improved if the relevant 3GPP contact persons were to be added to the PCG email list.  It was agreed to add the relevant names.
Action PCG23/1:
Secretary to add 3GPP internal contact names for ITU-T, ITU-R and IETF to the PCG email list.
Dr Weigel (ETSI) noted that the volume of work within the TSGs remained very high and that this could lead to an increase in the number of meetings to be held.  If the number of meetings were to increase then the support requirements would need to be reassessed.  The Secretary confirmed that the MCC budget request would be sufficient to cover the number of meetings which the TSG Chairmen had predicted would be held in 2010.

Preparations for IMT-Advanced

The TSG RAN Chairmen had given a presentation at the recent ITU-R WP5D meeting (Dresden) which summarised the LTE-Advanced technology submission.  This presentation had been provided to the PCG for information [3GPP/PCG#23(09)19].  It was agreed that the presentation should also be provided on the 3GPP website with easy navigation from the homepage.

Action PCG23/2:
Secretary to ensure that the LTE-Advanced presentation given by the TSG RAN Chairman in Dresden is uploaded to the 3GPP website with easy navigation from the homepage.
It was noted that a workshop had been planned by TSG RAN to take place in Beijing (17-18 December) to which all evaluation groups would be invited.  The purpose of the workshop is to provide an in depth explanation of the LTE-Advanced technology and to improve communication between the evaluation groups.
Mr Blust (ITU-R) reported on the recent ITU-R WP5D meeting (Dresden) where a total of six IMT-Advanced proposals had been received referring to two technologies: 3GPP LTE-Advanced and IEEE 802.16m.  An IMT-Advanced workshop had also taken place in Dresden where a number of evaluation groups had made clear their plans to evaluate one or both of the candidate technologies.

Mr Bienaimé (UMTS Forum) noted that the press release issued by the ITU had clearly identified IMT-Advanced as 4th Generation (4G) and that this had provided much needed clarity.

The Secretary presented a list of the new Features which were proposed for inclusion in the 3GPP Work Programme and those which were proposed for deletion [3GPP/PCG#23(09)11].

The Secretary presented a report on the activities of MCC [3GPP/PCG#23(09)12].
7.2 Marketing and Communications
Mr Choi (TTA) provided feedback on a 3GPP/LTE Seminar that had been organised in Korea to provide authoritative information to Korean industry on the work of 3GPP [3GPP/PCG#23(09)16].
The Secretary presented a Communications Plan which contained an update on the marketing and communications activities for 2009/10 that had been prepared by the 3GPP Marcoms Officer [3GPP/PCG#23(09)13].
Concerning the trademarking of the term “LTE” it was clarified that it is the acronym which has been registered and not just the logo.  Registration had been completed in Europe and is in process for other countries in which 3GPP Partners are active.  (See page 17 of 3GPP/PCG#23(09)13 for further details).
Mr Sundborg (GSA) commented on the success to date of the Marcom activity, stressing the need for the Organizational Partners to take proactive measures in their own regions, allowing the 3GPP Marcom budget to be used for extending the outreach into new regions such as the Middle East and South East Asia.  
Mr Zelmer (ATIS) commented on the process by which Marcom slide presentations were prepared and the need for them to be made available on the 3GPP website.  After some discussion it was agreed that a repository should be created on the website where 3GPP presentations could be stored.  It was also agreed that, where time permitted, the messaging and content of 3GPP presentations should be circulated on the Marcom email list to enable the Partners to comment on them and provide their input.  It was also noted that the MRPs had presentation material available on their websites from which useful material could be drawn.
Decision PCG23/06:
Slide presentations delivered by 3GPP at external events to be made available on the 3GPP Website.
Action PCG23/3:
Marcoms Officer to ensure that Slide presentations delivered by 3GPP at external events are made available on the 3GPP Website.
Decision PCG23/07:
Slide presentations to be delivered by 3GPP at external events to be circulated on the Marcoms email list to enable the Partners to comment on them and provide their input, where time permits.

The Chairman commented on the procedure by which changes to the 3GPP Working Procedures were discussed, noting that a number of discussion threads had recently been started and some of them had not been brought to a conclusion.  It appeared that there are two types of discussion taking place within the Working Procedures Group; those relating to 3GPP Policy and those relating to 3GPP process.  It was agreed that, for the future, the Working Procedures Group Chairman will decide on a case-by-case basis whether a discussion is of a policy or process nature and where the matter is of a process nature the discussion will be moderated by the TSG SA Chairman.  Where the matter is of a policy nature then the discussion will continue to moderated by the Working Procedures Group Chairman.  
Decision PCG23/08:
Working Procedures Group Chairman will decide on a case-by-case basis whether a discussion is of a policy or process nature and where the matter is of a process nature the discussion will be moderated by the TSG SA Chairman.
A proposal had been received from TTA that in the case of elections for TSG or Working Group Chairman, a deadline should be fixed for candidatures to be received (e.g., 4 weeks before an election day for TSG , and 2 weeks before an election day in case of WG) [3GPP/PCG#23(09)18].  Due to the late arrival of this proposal it was agreed to defer the matter to the next meeting, allowing discussion by correspondence in the meantime.
