These had been discovered during the creation of the related conformance test specifications. Corrections to these specifications were in progress and the matter should be solved during the December 2012 TSG RAN meeting.

7.1
Report of MCC Activities

The Secretary presented a report on the activities of MCC [3GPP/PCG#29(12)18].
It was noted that the some of the PCG IT Improvement Actions that had been agreed in October 2011 had been discharged and that other, more long term actions, were still ongoing [3GPP/PCG#27(11)13r1].  It was also noted that at the time the IT Improvement Actions were approved, a review had been foreseen to take place one year later [3GPP/PCG#27(11)22 section 7].  The PCG therefore agreed that it was now time for such a review to be undertaken, with the aim of assessing the progress that had been made and proposing adjustments to the original actions if needed.  Mr Hayes was requested to lead the review which should ideally be completed before the end of 2012.

7.2
Marketing and Communications
The Secretary, on behalf of Mr Flynn (Marcoms Officer), presented a Communications Plan which contained an update on the marketing and communications activities for 2012/2013 [3GPP/PCG#29(12)14].

Proposed within the Communications Plan was the need to consider the evolution of the LTE brand.  It had been noted that 3GPP Individual Members were already using creative descriptions for Release 12 and beyond for internal purposes and that these terms could defacto become the future brand name.  It was believed that if brand evolution was required, then this should result from a conscious thought process rather than being left to chance.  It was also noted that the relationship with nomenclature used within the ITU IMT process should not be forgotten.  The PCG concluded that the Marcomms Officer should lead an Ad Hoc Group to determine the brand evolution needs of 3GPP.  The Ad Hoc Group should contain marketing representatives nominated by each Organizational Partner, from the Market Representation Partners and the 3GPP TSG leadership.  The work should ideally be completed by the end of January 2013.
Decision PCG29/04:
Ad Hoc Group created, led by the 3GPP Marcomms Officer, to consider the brand evolution requirements for 3GPP [3GPP/PCG#29(12)14].
Action PCG29/2:
3GPP Marcomms Officer to lead an Ad Hoc Group to determine the brand evolution needs of 3GPP.  This work to ideally be completed by end January 2013 [3GPP/PCG#29(12)14]

1. The 3GPP TSGs develop the technical material concerning M.2012 revision updates utilizing input from the TSG RAN ITU-R Ad Hoc.

2. The developed technical material shall be provided to ATIS for final assembly and submission for approval by PCG.

3. Upon PCG approval, ATIS will submit the finalized and approved material on behalf of the 3GPP OPs as the GCS proponent.

The above process was approved by the PCG.
