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Overall description
CT1 thanks CT6 for their LS on APN storage in the USIM. CT1 has discussed the proposal to provide storage of APN information in USIM for optional use in the devices and would like to provide the following feedback:

· Configuration of a specific DNN for a given application is possible in 5GS since Rel-15 via the provisioning of URSP (UE Route Selection Policy) at the UE.
· There are already solutions in existing 3G/4G products to associate an application with a specific APN (e.g. configuration in the HLOS, configuration in the modem, and IARP as specified in TS 24.302 and TS 24.312).
· As a result, for 5GS precedence between the DNN information in the URSP and the DNN information in the new USIM file which CT6 is considering defining would need to be specified. For instance, if a UE is provisioned with URSP and also has a USIM with the new file, it needs to be clearly stated from which source the UE gets the DNN information. This may require updates to TS 23.503 which currently specifies that URSP takes precedence over UE local configuration.
· Similarly, for 3G/4G precedence between the APN information configured in the HLOS or the modem, IARP and the APN information in the new USIM file would need to be specified.

· CT1 has not yet completed an analysis of which source of information should take precedence and needs more time to discuss possible options.

· CT1 would prefer that a complete solution including both CT1 aspects and CT6 aspects be considered.
