Precedence of 5G ProSe configuration parameters

The 5G ProSe configuration parameters for ProSe direct discovery, ProSe direct communication, ProSe usage reporting configuration and rules and ProSe service path selection can be:

a)
pre-configured in the ME;

b)
configured in the UICC;

c)
provided as a ProSeP using the UE policy delivery service as specified in 3GPP TS 24.501 [xx] annex D; 

d)
provided by a ProSe application server via PC1 reference point; or

e)
a combination of case a), b), c) or d) above.
The UE shall use the 5G ProSe configuration parameters in the following order of decreasing precedence:

a)
the 5G ProSe configuration parameters provided as a PSP using the UE policy delivery service as specified in annex D of 3GPP TS 24.501 [x];
b)
the 5G ProSe configuration parameters provided by a ProSe application server via PC1 reference point;
c)
the 5G ProSe configuration parameters configured in the UICC; and

d)
the 5G ProSe configuration parameters pre-configured in the ME.

It is FFS and subject to SA2 to decide that whether or not the 5G ProSe configuration parameters for ProSe usage reporting configuration and rules and ProSe service path selection can be provided by a ProSe application server via PC1 reference point.
