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1 Overall description
CT1 has initiated a work item on Slice-based PLMN selection (SbPS). The stage 1 requirement that this work is based on is in TS 22.261: 
For a roaming UE activating a service/application requiring a network slice not offered by the serving network but available in the area from other network(s), the HPLMN shall be able to provide the UE with prioritization information of the VPLMNs with which the UE may register for the network slice.
CT1 has discussed various aspects of SbPS and would like to request clarifications from stage 1 regarding the following issues in order to continue this work:
Issue 1: Based on the above requirement, the trigger for SbPS is “UE activating a service/application”. Activation of services/applications is out of scope of 3GPP specifications, i.e. up to the UE implementation at the application layer. Leaving the trigger for PLMN selection to the application layer in the UE could create challenges such as: unpredictability of the UE behavior, ping-pongs, conflicts between multiple services/applications being active and/or activated, and the application layer steering the UE towards certain networks.   
Question 1: Would it be possible to provide further clarifications regarding “UE activating service/application” to address the challenges discussed above?
Issue 2: Regarding the condition “requiring a network slice not offered by the serving network”, there may be situations when the UE requires multiple slices, some of which are offered by the serving network and the others are only offered by other networks. 
Question 2: Would it be possible to provide further clarifications regarding how to resolve this conflict?
Issue 3: The UE that is provisioned with “prioritization information of the VPLMNs with which the UE may register for the network slice” uses this information for PLMN selection triggered based on “UE activating a service/application requiring a network slice not offered by the serving network”. It is not clear whether the “prioritization information of the VPLMNs with which the UE may register for the network slice” could/should also be used when the PLMN selection is triggered by one of the legacy triggers, such as a failure in the serving PLMN triggering PLMN reselection or recovery from loss of coverage. 
Question 3: Would it be possible to provide further clarifications regarding whether the “prioritization information of the VPLMNs with which the UE may register for the network slice” can also be used when the PLMN selection is triggered by one of the legacy triggers for PLMN selection? If so, how is the “UE activating a service/application requiring a network slice not offered by the serving network” to be interpreted in this scenario?
