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1. Overall Description:
CT1 is discussing the handling for the UE accessing SNPN for localized services during network congestion and finds an issue scenario as below:

Issue scenario where the UEs are rejected due to network congestion:
1. A large amount of UEs may initiate the registration to access an SNPN providing access for localized services in SNPN simultaneously, e.g., a large amount of customers take part in a concert.
2. The UE is rejected by the network due to the congestion with a T3346 value. If the T3346 is larger than the valid time period of localized service, when T3346 expires, the UE can not access an SNPN providing access for localized services in SNPN due to the end of the localized services.

Given the above issue scenario is not a rare case, CT1 would like to kindly ask SA2 the following questions：
Question 1: Can the additional information, e.g., time validity information of the registered SNPN, be sent to the network for determining an appropriate T3346 value?
Question 2: If the answer to Q1 is no, can the UE apply the same handling as SNPN onboarding registration, i.e., the UE may enter the state 5GMM-DEREGISTERED.PLMN-SEARCH and perform an SNPN selection?
Question 3: If the answer to Q2 is no, what is the suggested UE behaviour from SA2’s point of view?
