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1. Introduction
This p-CR aims to:
1) add the requirement of IMS Data Channel Capability exchange during session establishment and modification;
2) add the UE behaviour on 200 OK during re-registration, and
3) update the the wording on Feature-Caps header field in 9.2.1.1.
2. Reason for Change
The procedure about IMS Data Channel Capability exchange needs to be updated according to the comments on the CT1#142 meeting.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.186 v0.2.0.

On sending an unprotected REGISTER request, the UE shall include the media feature tag defined in RFC 5688 [5] for supported streaming media type. For the data channel capability indication, the UE shall use +sip.app-subtype="webrtc-datachannel" as specified in 3GPP TS 26.114 [4].
On receiving the 200 (OK) response to the REGISTER request, if the 200 (OK) response includes a Feature-Caps header field containing feature-capability indicator "g.3gpp.datachannel"and if the UE supports data channel capability, the UE shall determine that the network supports the data channel capability as specified in 3GPP TS 26.114 [4].
NOTE:	If the home network doesn't support the data channel capability, the UE will not include data channel related media description in SDP offers.
If the network doesn't support the data channel capability, the UE will not include data channel related media description in SDP offers.

For user-initiated reregistration, the UE supporting data channel capability shall include the media feature tag defined in RFC 5688 [5] for supported streaming media type. For the data channel capability indication, the UE shall use +sip.app-subtype="webrtc-datachannel" as specified in 3GPP TS 26.114 [4].
On receiving the 200 (OK) response to the REGISTER request, if the 200 (OK) response includes a Feature-Caps header field containing feature-capability indicator "g.3gpp.datachannel", the UE shall determine that the network supports the data channel capability as specified in 3GPP TS 26.114 [4].

9.2.3.1	Procedure at the UE
Upon generating an initial INVITE request or a reINVITE request, the UE supporting data channel capability shall include the media feature tag defined in RFC 5688 [5] for supported streaming media type in Contact header field to the remote UE and use +sip.app-subtype="webrtc-datachannel" as specified in 3GPP TS 26.114 [4]. The UE may include an Accept-Contact header field containing the "sip.app-subtype" media feature tag defined in IETF RFC 5688 [5] with a value of "webrtc-datachannel" as specified in 3GPP TS 24.173 [x].
