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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank SA2 for their LS on SUPL usage in IMS Emergency for network using UTRAN and E-UTRAN radio access.

During the discussion of the impacts of using SIP MESSAGE in order to initiate SUPL usage with the UE the following issue has been identified. Since Rel-7 the E-CSCF has been designed as a proxy server. The proposal to use SIP MESSAGE for initiating SUPL however requires the E-CSCF to provide full B2BUA logic. This is regarded as a major change in the functionality of the E-CSCF.
When discussing the related proposals to this meeting, the following was commented

· “retrieving location for call routing”. In this scenario there is no SIP dialog established towards the UE at the point in time when the LRF needs to send the MESSAGE towards the UE. This makes it impossible that the SIP MESSAGE is sent to the UE. 

· “retrieving updated location per PSAP request after established emergency call”. The proposal to interwork SUBSCRIBE requests to SIP MESSAGE in the E-CSCF was seen as not appropriate from a SIP perspective. In addition, this requires to define a new event package in IETF which has not yet been done.
CT1 concluded that defining the usage of SIP MESSAGE to initiate SUPL is not feasible in Rel-9.

 CT1 kindly asks SA2 to take the above into account when continuing their work and proposes to use UDP/IP to initiate SUPL as described in their LS to CT1.[
