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Introduction

We have been attempting to get draft-montemurro-gsma-imei-urn which defines an URN namespace for the IMEI and draft-allen-dispatch-imei-urn-as-instanceid approved by IETF.
draft-allen-dispatch-imei-urn-as-instanceid is not currently directly referenced by TS 24.229 however it was written in order to comply with the requirements in RFC 5626 for using any other URN other than UUID as an Instance ID . Without getting draft-allen-dispatch-imei-urn-as-instanceid approved the URN namespace for the IMEI will not be approved by IETF. 
Issue
The main issue of concern in IETF has been potential privacy implications if the instance ID is included in non-register requests. 
Currently in TS 24.229 it is stated:

The UE shall not include its "+sip.instance" header field parameter in the Contact header field in its non-register requests and responses except when the request or response is guaranteed to be sent to a trusted intermediary that will remove the "+sip.instance" header field parameter prior to forwarding the request or response to the destination.

Previously draft-allen-dispatch-imei-urn-as-instanceid had some similar statement to that in TS 24.229. However Cullen Jennings is not willing to agree such a generic statement as it is not clear to IETF how a UE can guarantee that the request or response is sent by a trusted intermediary. Cullen proposed that draft-allen-dispatch-imei-urn-as-instanceid be revised to only allow the IMEI URN in an instance ID in register requests and responses and emergency session related requests and responses. If other usages (such as PoC) require to use the instance ID in non-register requests and responses then another RFC should be written to define such usage and explain how privacy is not violated. In order to overcome Cullen’s objection and move forward draft-allen-dispatch-imei-urn-as-instanceid has been revised as follows: 
A UAC MUST NOT include its "sip.instance" media feature tag containing the GSMA IMEI URN in the Contact header field of non-register requests or responses except when the request or response is related to an emergency session when regulatory requirements can require the IMEI to be provided to the Public Safety Answering Point(PSAP). Any future exceptions to this prohibition require a RFC that addresses how privacy is not violated by such usage.

In order to address PoC usage draft-allen-dispatch-poc-instanceid-usage has been submitted that describes the additional usage by OMA PoC of the Instance ID in non-register requests and responses.

However now the text in TS 24.229 is not fully aligned with draft-allen-dispatch-imei-urn-as-instanceid.

Proposal

It is proposed to revise the TS 24.229 text as follows:

The UE shall not include its "+sip.instance" header field parameter in the Contact header field in its non-register requests and responses except when the request or response is guaranteed to be sent to a trusted intermediary that will remove the "+sip.instance" header field parameter prior to forwarding the request or response to the destination. Additionally any such usage requires an RFC describing such usage as defined in draft-allen-dispatch-imei-urn-as-instanceid. 

Feedback is sought on this proposal and also whether this should be taken back to release 8.

CRs will then be brought to the next meeting to address this issue.
