Figure 4.2.2.9.2-1 shows a scenario where the NF service consumer sends a request to the ADRF to delete stored data or analytics.


Figure 4.2.2.9.2-1: NF service consumer requesting to remove stored data or analytics

The NF service consumer shall invoke the Nadrf_DataManagement_Delete service operation to remove stored data or analytics. The NF service consumer shall send an HTTP DELETE request with "{apiRoot}/nadrf-datamanagement/v1/data-store-records/{storeTransId}" as Resource URI representing an "Individual ADRF Data Store Record" resource, as shown in figure 4.2.2.9.2-1, step 1, where "{storeTransId}" is the transaction identifier of the stored record that is to be deleted.
Editor's Note:	It is FFS to implement the DELETE based on detailed query parameters as required in 23.288 subclause 10.2.9.
Upon the reception of an HTTP DELETE request with "{apiRoot}/nadrf-datamanagement/v1/ data-store-records /{storeTransId}" as Resource URI, if the ADRF successfully processed and accepted the received HTTP DELETE request, the ADRF shall: 
-	remove the corresponding stored record;
-	respond with HTTP "204 No Content" status.
If errors occur when processing the HTTP DELETE request, the ADRF shall send an HTTP error response as specified in subclause 5.1.7.
If the Individual ADRF Data Record resource does not exist, the ADRF shall respond with "404 Not Found".
