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Rationale
SA2 is studying UPF enhancement for Exposure and SBA Phase 2 under the Technical Report 23.700-63. It is expected to be concluded during SA2 meeting in parallel and approved at the next plenary session.
The key issues presented in said TR directly impact the work of CT3. Therefore, we consider that having a Rel-19 WID to handle all the corresponding UPEAS work is relevant.
The objective of this discussion paper is to inform the group that Vodafone is interested in the UPEAS feature and that we plan to present a new Rel-19 WID UPEAS_Ph2 at the next meeting.
Justification and expected impacts
This WI is the continuation of the Rel-18 UPEAS WI (990002). 
As the key issues and solutions defined in TR 23.700-63 affect NEF, PCF and AF, the UPEAS_Ph2 WI will be essential in CT3 to manage the API related changes.
This section contains the justification and CT3 objectives intended to be added to the WI proposal in CT3#136. Note that the expected impacts will depend on the results of the discussions in SA2.
Justification

This work item aims at specifying stage 3 UPF enhancement for Exposure and SBA. SA2 has been studying UPF enhancement for Exposure And SBA under the study item "Study on UPF enhancement for Exposure And SBA Phase 2". The SA2 study has agreed conclusions for all the key issues in SA2#163. The conclusions of the SA2 study are captured in 3GPP TR 23.700-63 and provide a good overview of what is to be continued into normative phase and of what impacts to other working groups are expected in normative phase.
Considering the above, impacts on protocols and interfaces under CT WGs' responsibilities are foreseen and the related work in CT WGs should be carried out within Rel-19.
When needed, updates of the WID will be made based on progress of SA2 WG.
Objective
The objective of this work item is to specify the stage 3 aspects to support the UPF enhancement for Exposure and SBA according to stage 2 requirements agreed under the stage 2 work item UPEAS_Ph2.
The following impacts on 3GPP CT working groups are identified (non-exhaustive, additional areas can be identified based on progress in SA2):
CT3:
· Impact on Nnef_TrafficInfluence service, to include the new Header handling and reporting information for a new event and handling new event in the Event ID reported to AF.

· Impact on PCF to manage the PCC rule to add header handling information in the PCC based on request received a local information and policies.
· Impact on NEF and AF to know and provide the end point addresses of the remote end.
· Impact on Nupf_EventExposure service, for information related to the handling of header/tag(s) in the target UPF and for providing and verifying the authentication token.
Conclusion
Vodafone intends to submit a new Work Item in CT3#136 (Maastricht) for CT3 aspects of UPF enhancement for exposure and SBA. Any comments or suggestions are welcome.
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
