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1. Overall Description:
CT4 discussed the following requirements for the case when the 5G-AN receives a GTP-U Error Indication and agreed that the NG-RAN may indicate to the SMF that the release is due to receiving a GTP-U Error Indication from the NG-U tunnel, so the SMF can use this information to determine to re-establish the PFCP session for the affected PDU session.
Upon receipt of a GTP-U Error Indication, the 5G-AN shall proceed as follows:
-	if the GTP-U Error Indication was received from an UPF over a NG-U tunnel that is not an indirect forwarding tunnel, the 5G-AN shall initiate a PDU Session Resource Notify procedure and release immediately the resources of the PDU session for which the Error Indication was received;
