Functional Requirements
5.1

Play Tone
The MRFC shall be able to request the MRFP to send tones to one, multiple or all parties connected in a call/session with a given tone identity for each specific tone. The MRFC shall be able to request the tone to be played continuously until requested to be stopped or shall include in the request the length of time that the tone shall be played. 
In addition the duration may be provisioned.
5.2

Play Announcement


The MRFC shall be able to request the MRFP to play operator pre-defined fixed announcements referenced by pre-configured identifiers to one of several, multiple or all parties connected in a call/session. The MRFC shall be able to request sequences of predefined fixed announcements within one request to the MRFP.
The MRFC shall be able to request announcements to be played in a loop until it commands to MRFP to stop.
The MRFC may be able to request the MRFP to add the following variants to the announcements:
· Date
· Time
· Digits
· Language

· Money (currency)
· Value
· Integer
NOTE:  variants such as language and currency may have predefined default values for the given network.
The MRFC shall be able to request the MRFP to indicate when a specific announcement previously requested has been played successfully.
The MRFP shall be able to indicate error cases such as announcement not played successfully.

Multimedia Conference


The MRFC may be able to request the MRFP to set up a conference where each party has both speech (audio) and video properties associated to their termination.

It may be possible for the MRFC to request the addition and removal of individual participants to the multimedia conference.
In a multimedia conference it may be possible for the participants to use different codecs.
Conferences shall support announcements and tones; for further details see clauses 5.1 and 5.2.
