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1. Introduction
This contribution proposes the LCLS impact on (G)MSC server-MGW Procedures.
2. Reason for Change
It is also agreed that MGW/User plane resources should be kept during LCLS.

As the slave element controlled by the MSC, MGW should not aware whether the call is a normal call or the call is locally switched.

As also described in the other contribution C4-110143, no difference was found for the MGW/User plane behaviors when comparing the call establishment procedure in 3GPP TS 23.284 and 3GPP TS 23.205.

Therefore it seems no requirement to define any additional H.248 package or procedure for LCLS at the (G)MSC server-MGW interface.
3. Conclusions

It is therefore proposed to adopting the basic (G)MSC server and MGW procedures as specified in 3GPP TS 23.205 when LCLS is supported.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 23.284 version 1.0.0.

LCLS does not modify the general (G)MSC server-MGW procedures as shown in 3GPP TS 23.205 [2].

The (G)MSC server and MGW procedures shall be performed in accordance with 3GPP 23.205 [2] for a BICC based CS core network and in accordance with 3GPP TS 23.231 [3] for a SIP-I based CS core network.
