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1. Introduction
TS 23.501 chapter 4.4 defines the structure of Resource URIs and Custom operation URIs but lacks in defining the structure of the third type of URIs used in 5G system APIs: the callback URIs.

During the explicit subscription to notification a NF Service Consumer (client) provides a callback URI and possibly additional filter criteria to the NF Service Producer (server).
When the data-change/event occurs that matches the filter criteria in the notification subscription, the NF Service Producer (taking the role of an HTTP client) uses the provided callback URI to notify the NF Service Consumer (taking the role of an HTTP server) about the change.
2. Reason for Change
To allow the NF Service Producer (taking the role of an HTTP client) to unambiguously identify the target resource, the callback URI shall be in the form of an absolute URI as defined in subclause 4.3 of RFC 39.86.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 29.501.
