5.2.2.x.1
General

This service operation updates the subscription data of an NF Service Consumer previously subscribed in the AMF by providing the updated subscription data to the AMF. The update operation may apply to the whole subscription data (complete replacement of the existing subscription data by a new subscription data), or it may apply only to a subset of the parameters of the subscription data.
To perform a complete replacement of the subscription data, the NF Service Consumer shall issue an HTTP PUT request, as shown in Figure 5.2.2.x.1-1:
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Figure 5.2.2.x.1-1 Subscription Data Complete Replacement
1.
The NF Service Consumer shall send a PUT request to the resource URI representing the individual subscription. The request body shall include a representation of subscription data to complete replace the previous subscription data in the AMF.
2.
On success, "200 OK" shall be returned, the payload body of the PUT response shall contain the representation of the replaced resource.

On failure, the appropriate HTTP status code (e.g. "403 Forbidden") indicating the error shall be returned and appropriate additional error information should be returned.
To perform a partial update of the subscription data, the NF Service Consumer shall issue an HTTP PATCH request, as shown in Figure 5.2.2.x.1-2. This partial update shall be used to add/delete/replace individual parameters of the subscription data.
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Figure 5.2.2.x.1-2: Subscription Data Partial Update
1.
The NF Service Consumer shall send a PATCH request to the resource URI representing the individual subscription. The payload body of the PATCH request shall contain the modification of the subscription data, according to the JSON PATCH format specified in IETF RFC 6902 [x].

2.
On success, "200 OK" shall be returned, the payload body of the PATCH response shall contain the representation of the replaced resource.
On failure, the appropriate HTTP status code (e.g. "403 Forbidden") indicating the error shall be returned and appropriate additional error information should be returned.
