2. Reason for Change
 In 3GPP TS 29.518 v1.0.0, there is an Editor's Note stating for further study of the needs to include Single NSSAI in the EBI assignment service operation. The contribution is aiming to resolve the EN.
The sNSSAI was added into EBI Assignment by Docomo in Stage2 CR (S2-179583), the purpose is to support having two flows from different slices with same ARP value, then AMF may need to take S-NSSAI into consideration along with ARP list before revoking the EBI. The intention is reasonable.
But according to 23.501. v15.1.0, in subclause 4.3.2
"PDU Session Establishment", it states that AMF extracts the sNNSAI from NAS or determines a default sNSSAI if not received from NAS, then stores an association of sNNSAI, PDU Session IDs, DNN, etc. See below:
" The AMF determines that the message corresponds to a request for a new PDU Session based on that Request Type indicates "initial request" and that the PDU Session ID is not used for any existing PDU Session(s) of the UE. If the NAS message does not contain an S-NSSAI, the AMF may determine a default S-NSSAI for the requested PDU Session either according to the UE subscription, if it contains only one default S-NSSAI, or based on operator policy.


The AMF selects an SMF as described in clause 4.3.2.2.3. If the Request Type indicates "Initial request" or the request is due to handover from EPS or from non-3GPP access serving by a different AMF, the AMF stores an association of the S-NSSAI(s), the DNN, the PDU Session ID and the SMF ID.


If the Request Type is "initial request" and if the Old PDU Session ID indicating the existing PDU Session is also contained in the message, the AMF selects an SMF as described in clause 4.3.5.2 and stores an association of the new PDU Session ID, the S-NSSAI and the selected SMF ID."
If take above into consideration, AMF does need SingleNSSAI information for EBI assignment, but it can extract it from store information.
Recommendation:

It is recommended to remove the SingleNSSAI from the data structure of EBI Assignment service operation request.
