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1. Overall Description:

CT4 thanks SA2 for their LS on Differentiation of LTE-M (eMTC) traffic from other LTE data traffic. 
CT4 confirms that it is possible to specify a new RAT-Type value for LTE-M for the Core Network internal interfaces under CT4 remit. 

For the GTP-C interfaces, the MME should signal the new RAT Type value only to EPC entities (MME, SGW and PGW) known to support the new LTE-M RAT Type value. 

For the non-roaming and LBO scenarios, it could be assumed that all the network entities within the serving PLMN are upgraded prior to signalling the new RAT value. The MME could then determine, based on local configuration, whether to send the new RAT type value or the existing EUTRA value.

For HR roaming, an MME could determine whether to send the new LTE-M RAT Type value by local configuration (SLA) or by defining and provisioning a new network-capability "ltem" in DNS and by selecting the PGW using the DNS procedures to select a node supporting a particular network capability (see subclause 5.12 of TS 29.303).
