The SMF + PGW-C sends a Nsmf_PDUSession_UpdateSMContext Response (PDU Session ID, S-NSSAI, N2 SM Information (PDU Session ID, S-NSSAI, QoS Rules, EPS Bearer Setup List, H-CN Tunnel-Info)) to the AMF. SMF includes mapping between QoS flows and EPS bearers as part of N2 SM Information container. NG-RAN can use the source to target transparent container and N2 SM Information container to determine which QoS flows have been proposed for forwarding and decide for which of those QoS flows it accepts the data forwarding or not. AMF stores an association of the PDU Session ID, S-NSSAI and the SMF ID.

Assuming CT4 agrees to use the Create SM Context and Create service operations for EPS to 5GS mobility scenarios (see C4-183017), this requires to update the Create SM Context and Create service operations (instead of the Update SM Context and Update service operations) accordingly.

Note that for a HR PDU session, the Create service operation returns the HPLMN S-NSSAI associated to the PDU session. It is not clearly defined in stage 2 how the VPLMN maps it to the VPLMN S-NSSAI, to be sent to the RAN.
