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1. Overall Description:
CT6 thanks SA3 for sharing the draft TR 33.812 relating to remote management of USIMs for M2M applications and understands that this document covers both UICC and non-UICC based solutions.
CT6 confirms its interest in getting a secondary responsibility for TR 33.812.

CT6 had an initial review of the document provided with the LS, however it is the understanding of the group that SA3 will change significantly this draft report during meeting #53.  Therefore, for a better efficiency,  CT6 only took into account general comments and would like to work on the details of the draft TR based on its latest version.
The comments so far are:

1.) To the title: The title and terminology of “remote management of USIM application” in the draft TR 33.812 has been used since Rel-99 for Over-The-Air access mechanisms to the UICC/UISM/ISIM as specified in 31.116, 31.115, 23.048

2.) To the scope: USIM and ISIM are defined as applications on a UICC platform. If a USIM/ISIM would be implemented in a terminal, this would also require the terminal to support the full UICC functionality.

3.) To the introduction: The statement of the introduction does not reflect the content of the TR. As stated already in the first comment, secure remote management of USIM and ISIM applications is already standardised and being used since Rel-99. 

4.) To the introduction: It should truly state the purpose of the TR which is to CT6 understanding, the remote provisioning and re-provisioning of subscription credentials basically made up by IMSI and security credentials related to AKA.

5.) Contrary to the central assumption in TR 33.812, there is no consensus in CT6 whether or not the remote provisioning of subscription data (i.e. algorithms, keys) is desirable.

CT6 would like to continue to provide further comments and contribute to the content of the TR 33.812. CT6 would also like to ask SA3 to inform CT6 about the currently planned schedule when the TR will be presented to SA for information and the current schedule for finalisation and approval, and also receive an indication of the possible extent of the changes likely to be made prior to presentation for approval.
