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1. Introduction

ITU-T SG11 is currently undertaking an informal meeting with 3GPPs as shown in Annex. 3GPP TSG-CN is expected to express its position with regard to cooperation with ITU-T. This document proposes a necessary work in 3GPP TSG-CN.

2. ITU-T Coordination Adhoc Activity

In TSG-CN, ITU-T coordination adhoc was established to work as a bridge between 3GPP and ITU-T and to deal with high level political issue. So far, it has been assumed that the work could be proceeded by e-mail basis. This time, 3GPP TSG-CN should submit a written paper to the proposed informal meeting. Therefore, I’m currently planning to hold a face-to-face meeting tentatively as follows.

Date: Week of 28th, May (1 or two days)

Place: DoCoMo Europe Office in Paris

Expected No. of Participants: less than 25 (TSG-CN, WG Chairs and one representative from each company)

ToRs: 

(1) Expectation to ITU-T SG11 (e.g., NNI, Synchronization of Workplan)

(2) Liaison method between 3GPP and ITU-T SG11

(3) Drafting the position paper

The result of the meeting will be presented in TSG-CN #8. The draft position paper will be approved also.

John, 

Thank you for a good proposal. I fully support the idea and propose that it should be held in conjuction with WP 3/11 Rapporteurs' Meeting in Edinburgh, 1-9 June. 

My comments would be:

1. I believe one day is needed rather than one half day, if we are to accomplish some or all of the five objectives you set out. If we are to hold this kind of meeting, just an information exchange may not be sufficient, but at least an agreement on the process and/or mechanism to achieve the objectives should be aimed at. My specific suggestion would be the first half-day meeting in the afternoon and the second half-day meeting in the morning, so that during the evening, some agreements could be drafted. Hence, I would propose that it would take place towards the end of the WP 3/11 Rapporteurs' Meeting, e.g. in the afternoon of 9th June to the morning of 10th June (which happens to be Saturday).

2. Since you are proposing to cover not only network aspects but also radio aspects, we should be clear as to who are the organizers of this seminar, and who would be invited.
My proposal would be as follows:
Organizers: ITU-T SG 11, ITU-R WP 8F, 3GPP and 3GPP2
Candidate Invitees: 3G.IP, MWIF, ETSI, TIA, TTA, TTC, ARIB, CWTS
(It could be that all of them need not be invited.)

3. We need to appoint a group of people, e.g. one from the organizers to plan and implement this seminar. Since you started it, I would like to propose to SG11 and WP3/11 Management Team members, that SG 11 would ask you to represent SG11 and contact, as you said, with appropriate people of the Organizer bodies, to further plan and implement the seminar.

4. I believe the real value of this seminar lies in initiating a series of dialogues on various aspects of 3G global standards by first exchanging the current status of information, but it must be followed by dialogues on specific aspects. So, during the seminar, my hope is that we can establish also some communication procedures to exchange information and, if feasible, to coordinate work plans among relevant bodies. 

5. Finally, from ITU-T SG11's point of view, the agenda items could be as follows, which emerged through e-mail discussions in the past few weeks:
a. Inform 3GPPs of 
- draft Q.1701 Supplement
- Work plan of SG 11 in year 2000 (common NNI and mobility management protocols)
- Draft Questions proposed for study after WTSA 2000
- Results and work plans relevant to IP networks (i.e. BICC, AAL2, H.323 interworking, etc) for information 
to 3GPP in their further work on 3G all-IP networks.
b. Establish communication process for future exchange of results and work plans.

Proposal for a "Seminar on 3G Standards Activities Around the World" 

There has been correspondence recently on the relationship between ITU-T and the Third Generation Partnership Projects (3GPP and 3GPP2.) There are also a number of other bodies and forums with direct involvement in 3G such as 3G.IP and MWIF, not to mention the various SDOs such as ETSI, TIA, TTA, TTC, ARIB, CWTS, etc. There is also much discussion taking place on the evolution of ITU-T, and especially on the work on IMT-2000. This highlights a need to better understand the overall picture. 

In order for us to collectively understand, appreciate, and respect the various roles and responsibilities in developing "global" standards for IMT-2000, I would like to suggest that we set aside a block of time (at least one half day) early in our next WP 3/11 Rapporteurs meeting (June 1-9, Edinburgh) for a session where presentations on these bodies can be made. This would provide important context in understanding how ITU-T relates to these various activities. This would help to provide everyone a common base for discussing evolution of the work in ITU-T and ITU's relationships with other organizations, especially the 3GPPs, and provide a basis for directing our activities going forward. 

By suggesting a common objective for these presentations, we are likely to see well focussed inputs that will prove very useful in understanding the opportunities for ITU-T to complement the various initiatives, thereby helping lay out options for a path forward. 

I suggest the following: 

Objective: 
- enable understanding and appreciation of the role of each group with respect to 3G wireless standards 
Topics addressed to include: 
- what the group is trying to deliver, and when 
- how the group is structured 
- how it relates to other groups working on the same area, what it expects of them 
- what ITU could do to complement and enhance the work of that group 

The presentations should be limited to, say, no more than 10-15 minutes, so that they will of necessity focus on the essential points. 

We could include time slots for presentations on ITU-R, ITU-D and other SGs in ITU-T to round out the picture. 

The seminar should be introduced by a brief presentation covering the objectives for it as a whole, followed by the series of presentations on each group, and end with open discussion aimed at capturing a consensus on what ITU-T should be doing for the future in global wireless network standards. 

(I would be prepared to do a presentation on 3GPP2, and I think I can find people who would be prepared to present on, or at least provide material for 3G.IP, MWIF, TIA and ITU-R.)
